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Parking Lot, formerly the Gerver House Hotel  (128 Northampton Street). 


This property appears to occupy part of original town Lot No.15 as surveyed by William Parsons when Easton was established in 1752.  That Lot was formally sold by the Penn Family to Jacob Abel in 1803.
 


The site at 126-30 Northampton St. was occupied by Wagner’s Hotel, built in 1790s.  John Green bought it in 1799, and changed its name to the National Hotel.
 
· According to another source, “[a]bout 1817”, the hotel was named the Hotel for Boatsmen and Raftsmen, with Daniel Swander as the proprietor and Joseph Howell as the owner.  Later proprietors included Nippy Hartpence and Skenk Field.
  This may have been an alternative name.  

· In the 1850s and ‘60s, the National Hotel was listed as No.18 Northampton St.  In 1855, it was operated by Thomas Keller, who would later become the proprietor of the Delaware Hotel serving a similar clientele at the corner of Front and Spring Garden Streets.
  

· With the inauguration of the modern street numbering scheme in 1874, the National Hotel was assigned the addresses of 130 and 132 Northampton Street.
 In 1881, the National Hotel was listed at No.130 Northampton St.
  
Ultimately, Robert Gerver improved operations enough “to be classed as a modern hotel.”  He obtained title and renamed it the Gerver House.  After Gerver died, the Williams Brothers took over its operation.
  

· From the 1860s into the 20th Century, the store at 126 Northampton Street was a tailor shop, run in the early 20th Century by the Correll Brothers (Edward O. and Louis P. Correll), merchant tailors.
  In 1874, with the inauguration of the modern street numbering scheme, this tailor shop had been run by Banjamin Plotts.
  Prior to the modern street numbering scheme in 1874, its address had been 16 Northampton Street.
 

· With the inauguration of the modern street numbering scheme, No.128 was assigned to the residence of the “Hughes” Family. 
  Early in 1873, William and Samuel S. Hughes (of the Hughes & Bro. gocery firm) had lived there, then numbered 16 Northampton Street.  The grocery was on the other side of the street, at 7 Northampton Street (assigned 109 Northampton Street in the modern renumbering scheme).
  
The hotel became the “Hotel Easton” in 1915.  However, the Williams Brothers opened the “Historic Hotel Easton” across Green Street in 1927, and this hotel was sold and its name was changed to the “Pennsylvania House”.  It later operated as the “Terminal Hotel” and the “Hotel Seville”.
   Now a parking lot.
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
