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Grayhound Parking  (129-31 Northampton Street)


Located on part of original town Lot No.20 as surveyed by William Parsons when Easton was established in 1752.  That Lot was purchased from the Penn Family by Thomas B. Dick in 1807.
 


Beginning in 1836 and continuing for sixty years, a building at this location was the “German pharmacy” of Dr. J.P. Hoff,
 a druggist and “Thomsonian Physician”.  

· In the early 1870s, the store was listed as No.17 under the street numbering scheme then in effect.  

· In 1874, with the inauguration of the new numbering scheme, Dr. Hoff was assigned 129 Northampton Street for his residence, and 131 Northampton Street for his drug store.
  

Dr. Hoff offered, in particular, “celebrated INDIAN REMEDIES for the speedy cure of the most intricate diseases, such as Female Complaints in all their variations.”
  The term “Thomsonian Physician” refers to a follower of Samuel Thomson (1769-1843), who advocated cures emphasizing heat and the use of lobelia pills to induce vomiting.  It was mostly popular with “families far from established towns”.
  

· In 1873, Mrs. A. Norwood, a “clairvoyant”, also lived at the No.17 address.
   
In 1896, Dr. Hoff’s business was acquired by A.E.R. Collmann, a registered pharmacist.  He also added a dark room to develop amateurs’ photographs.
  


In 1918-20, the Grollman Bros. clothing store was located in this building,
 and it was also called the “Grollman Apartments” Building.
  


A photograph of the block showing the flood damage from Hurricane Diane in 1955, shows an “Epstein’s National” sign on a 3-story building at this location.
  The City Directory for that year confirms that Epstein’s National Clothing Store and six apartments were located at 129-31 Northampton Street.
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
