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Moses Goldsmith Residence  (133-35 Northampton Street, now Fashion Nails (No.133) 

3-story cream brick, green trim and cornice.  


Located on part of original town Lot No.20 as surveyed by William Parsons when Easton was established in 1752.  That Lot was purchased from the Penn Family by Thomas B. Dick in 1807.
 

In the 1870s and ‘80, the residence of Moses Goldsmith, a merchant (retired by 1880).
 


A photograph of the block showing the flood damage from Hurricane Diane in 1955, shows a 3-story building with 4 window bays and a bracketed dental roof cornice standing next to the “Epstein’s National” building on Northampton Street.
  Since Epstein’s was located next door (at 129-31 Northampton Street), the three story building was apparently this location.  The City Directory for that year shows that it was vacant.
