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Site of Former Green’s Hotel  (137-39 Northampton St.)  

 
3-story brick.  Includes:


Apparently part of Town Lot 21, which in 1802 was acquired from the Penn Family by John Shick,
 a shoemaker and substantial Easton property owner with a house on what later came to be known as “Millionaire’s Row”.
  


May have been the former site of John Green’s “old stone hotel”.
  John Green was in Easton since before 1790,
 and died in 1851.
  He also owned the land at the corner of Northampton and Front Streets (now the Moser Building) as well as property on Centre Square and Northampton Streets.
 
 
In the 1870s and ‘80s, the residence of W.E. Buckman, a dentist, was located here.  His business was begun in Easton in 1857,
 although it is not clear whether it was continuously at this address.  
· In the early 1870s, Buckman’s address was numbered 21 Northampton Street under the street numbering scheme then in effect.

· When Northampton Street was renumbered in 1874, Buckman’s residence became No.137.
  

· Baylor & Pace also offered teas, coffees, and spices at the same address in the 1870s.
  After the numbering change, the P.S. Baylor spice store was located at No.139, also part of this building.
   

Dr. Buckman was still practicing dentistry into the early 20th Century, with his business address at 137 Northampton Street.
 


By 1904, Frenchtown dentist A.G. Able (then newly graduated from University) established his Easton office and residence in this building,
 before moving across the street by 1909.
    It is not established whether he acquired Buckman’s old dentistry practice. 

A photograph of the block showing the flood damage from Hurricane Diane in 1955, shows a 3-story building with 3 window bays at this location on Northampton Street, showing an “Army and Navy” sign out front.
  The City Directory for that year confirms that the Terminal Army & Navy Store was located at 137-19 Northampton Street.
