Lauter’s Fine Furniture Buildings  (219-31 Northampton Street) 


3 connected brick buildings of various heights.  Horsehair has been used as insulation in the ceiling.
  No street numbers are assigned to these building in the Northampton County online tax records,
 but based on the visible street numbers, and on the numbers of the adjoining buildings, the Lauter Buildings would appear to include Nos.217-31.  

Based upon the visible street numbers and City Directory entries in the late 19th and early 20th Centuries (see below), the history of each of the three buildings appears to be as follows (from East to West):  

1. Nos. 219-23:  3-story building with 4 window bays, flat wooden entablature over windows, and bracketed roof cornice  (formerly Dawes’s Cornucopia Saloons, later Keller’s “Temple of Music”).  Described as being built in the “Italianate” style c.1820-50.
   

2. Nos. 225-27:  2-story building with 5 window bays, flat brick entablature over windows, and a roof cornice with bracket at each end (formerly Dawes jewelry, and later The Phoenix Laundry).
  Described as being built in the “Italianate” style c.1820-50.
   

3. Nos. 229-31:  tall 3-story with 3 window bays, projecting window sills and curved window decorations in an Italianate style (Levi Bennet residence, later The Bon Ton).  Described as being a combination of the “Greek Revival” and “Italianate” architectural styles, built c.1810-30.
 

Lauter’s Building #1:  This property was the western portion of original Town Lot No.75 as laid out by William Parsons when Easton was founded in 1752.
  That Lot was surveyed for Robert Traill in 1776,
 who lived on the property in that year.  He continuing to live there “as late as 1787”,
 when he obtained formal title to the property from the Penn Family
 and also purchased the Lot next door at Sitgreaves Street
.  Traill may have built the original house on Lot No.75, since the property had been vacant in 1765.
  Traill was a scrivener, who acted as Secretary to the Revolutionary “Committee of Observation of Northampton County”.  He was elected a Major in Washington’s Revolutionary Army, and was an assistant deputy quartermaster general in 1779.  In 1782 he became Northampton County Sheriff, a member of Pennsylvania’s Supreme Executive Council (1786-87), and an Associate Judge of Northampton County (1790-92).
 

In 1855, Lauter’s Building 1 appears to have been the location of C. Dawes’s Cornucopia Saloons, then listed as 55 Northampton Street under the street numbering scheme then in effect.  These “Saloons” included a confectionery, and a Billiard Saloon with 4 tables, advertised as a “resort for amateur play”.
  Charles Dawes, confectioner, was listed at the same business address in 1860,
 and again as the “Cornucopia House” in 1864, offering: 

 “Oysters, confectionery, ice cream.  Cakes on hand and baked to order.  Also, wholesale and retail dealer in ICE.”
  
In addition to being Charles Dawes’s older brother,
  Francis was also much wealthier (worth $16,000, four times Charles’s $4,000), and blind.
  The boys’ father, Joseph Dawes,
 was a “Millstone Maker” -- then married to his second wife (the boys’ step-mother), Euphemia Dawes, and himself worth some $12,000 in real estate.
 
· By 1870, Charles Dawes had apparently lost his real estate and most of his personal property.  His trade was now listed as a carpenter, he was keeping a boarding house.
  In 1880 Charles Dawes (now at age 74) was listed as a carpenter, whose residence was located at 132 Spring Garden Street.
 

· By contrast, in the 1870s and afterwards, Francis Y. Dawes’s son, James K. Dawes,
 became a successful lawyer, editor/publisher of the Easton Daily Free Press newspaper, and Easton’s Postmaster under five U.S. Presidents.
      

In the early 1870s, this Northampton Street property  was apparently the eastern half of two Dawes Estate properties.  Miss J. Dawes, paper hangings, appeared at 55 Northampton Street.  In the 1874 renumbering of Northampton Street, Miss Joanna Dawes paper hangings was assigned No.223,
 which appears to place it as Lauter’s Building #1.  

· Joanna Dawes appears to have lived earlier with Levi Bennett, a wealth carpenter whose household was in Lauter’s Building #3 (see below).
  

The other addresses located in Building #1 are No.219 (a vacant store in 1874), and No.221 (which was Easton’s Y.M.C.A in 1881
).   

In 1875, the vacant store at No.219 was taken over by William H. Keller, who began selling books, stationery, and music “ordered daily”. 
  He soon expanded to selling musical instruments.
  

· Keller had been born in 1851 in the “family home” at the corner of Second and Ferry Streets,
 apparently where the Post Office now stands.
  He was self-educated, with no formal training in music.  In fact, he began his career as a clerk in Maxwell’s book store
 located at “Maxwell’s Corner”:  the NE corner of Centre Square and Northampton Street (now known as the Easton Sweet Shop).

In 1877, Keller purchased the Zulich music business from down the street (but not Zulich’s building – see the separate entry for the 1902 Building at 157-59 Northampton Street).   Keller’s “Temple of Music” business was extremely successful.  “It soon grew into an institution which was the ‘Musical Center’ of our city.  Mr. William Keller established for himself a name synonymous with all things musical throughout the lower Lehigh Valley and West Jersey Sector.  Our community has produced some noteworthy musical artists down the passing years, and they were all more, or less loyal, “Templars of Kellers”.
 


Keller repeatedly expanded his space to accommodate his growing business:  first within the original building when he purchased the Zulich business,
  and again in 1891 when he erected a connecting 4-story brick building
 in the rear of his original building.
  By 1893, his building at Nos. 219-21 was known as William H. Keller’s “Temple of Music”.
  In approximately 1888
 Keller sold off the original book and stationery operation to Seitz & Vogle.
  In 1910, Keller expanded again, this time to add the brick factory on his property facing Church Street (208-10 Church Street), which he used to manufacture pianos.
  That property still has the legend “Pianos & Organs” on the roof cornice today.  In addition to his own brands, Keller also sold Steinway and other piano brands, as well as organs and “smaller musical instruments”.
  Keller’s store also featured an “Edison and Victor Room” that sold phonographs.
  Keller’s personal residence reflected his business success:  in 1910 he lived in the elaborate Queen Anne/Shingle style Row House that still stands at 109 North Fourth Street.
  


By 1919, Keller’s “Temple of Music” on Northampton and Church Streets was said to be “one of the largest and most modernly equipped music houses in the country, not excepting those of the large cities.”
  In the following year, the entire Keller “plant” consisted of “eleven floors in four buildings.”  Keller also had an interest in a piano factory in New York, and “the reputation of the firm extend[ed] all over the country.”  His personal residence had moved up to College Hill, at 528 Paxinosa Avenue.
  


Keller’s son, George Troxell
 Keller, had left Lafayette College before graduation to enter his father’s business early in the 20th Century.
  He was a full partner by the time of his father’s death in 1920,
 and thereafter took over control of the business.  Under his ownership, “Keller’s Music House”
 operated at the same address on Northampton Street,
 providing “Everything in Music”.
  By 1944, it was still “Easton’s largest and only complete music house,” featuring “pianos, records, [and] radios”.
  


George Keller died in 1953,
 and his daughter Allwina Keller took over the “Keller’s Music House” business.
  By 1958-59, however, the business (now occupying only part of the Northampton Street building) became the Century Music House of Charles C. Porrello, who also operated the High School Music Shop at 1232 Northampton Street.
  Mr. Porrello continued the music store until he retired in 1973-74,
 very nearly a century after William Keller first opened his business at that location.  Today, a metal inlay reading “Keller” is still visible in the sidewalk pavement in front of the original Keller building.  


Lauter’s Building #2:  Also apparently part of the Dawes Estate properties, in the early 1870s H.C. Dawes, jeweler, was listed here at 57 Northampton Street.
   
· In the 1874 renumbering of Northampton Street, H.C. Dawes, jeweler, was assigned the modern No.227 Northampton Street.
  
· Henry Dawes, a jeweler, was 25 years old and worth some $17,000 in real and personal estate values in 1870.
  However, by 1880, Henry C. Dawes (age 35) was no longer on Northampton Street, and had become a traveling salesman.
  

By 1906, The Phoenix Laundry (a/k/a The Morey-LaRue Laundry Co.) had taken over this building.
  It moved from the Phoenix Fire House at 219 Ferry Street, where the business had started in 1893.
 The Easton operation had become the main office of a chain of at least six laundries operating as far away as Elizabeth, NJ and Staten Island.
    By 1906, the Phoenix Steam Laundry moved to 225-27 Northampton Street.
  By 1914, the Phoenix Laundry utilized both the small front building at Northampton Street (then 3 stories), as well as a 4-story building on the rear of the property running back to Church Alley.
  During the First World War, The Phoenix Laundry moved away from Northampton Street to a corner of South Bank and Pine Streets.
  


  As more fully described below, by 1932 The Bon Ton department store expanded from Lauter’s Building #3 into Building #2.
   Ten years later, by 1942, the Bon Ton’s space in Building #2 was taken over by the Lauter Company – formerly a piano company from the other side of Centre Square on Northampton Street.
  Once here, however, the Lauter Company established itself as a furniture store.
  The Bon Ton retreated back to its original location in Building #3.
  

· The Lauter Company later expanded from Building #2 into the other two Lauter’s Buildings.  


Lauter’s Building #3:  This is the eastern half of Original Town Lot No.76, as surveyed by William Parsons when Easton was founded in 1752.
  While laying out the town, Parsons and Pennsylvania Surveyor General Nicholas Scull stayed in a tavern up the Bushkill belonging to John Lefevre.
  The Lefevre property now straddles Forks Township and Stockertown.  Apparently after a discussion with his son, Isaac Lefevre (who worked as a laborer for Parsons and Scull), John Lefevre agreed to purchase this property in the new town of Easton.  “The agreement, of whatever nature it may have been, stated that he must build a house on the lot within three years from the date of purchase.  The house was to be at least twenty feet square, with a good stone chimney.  Lefevre never completed the transaction”.
   

Instead, Adam Yohe formally obtained the Lot from the Penn Family in 1765.
  Adam Yohe was  “one of the original settlers of Easton”.
  The name “Yohe” (pronounced in English as one syllable) is apparently from the original German name “Joh”, which would have been pronounced the same way.
  Johann Adam Joh, along with his brother Johann Jacob Joh  and his first cousin Johan Michel Joh, all arrived in Philadelphia aboard the ship Albany in September 1749.  They had immigrated from Erpacht (i.e. Erbache), Würtemberg (later part of Germany), via Rotterdam (Holland) and Cowes (England).
  

They were apparently from a French Hugeunot family named Joe (French for Joseph, presumably pronounced with a soft “j”:  i.e. “zho”) who fled from religious persecution in France in 1668.
 

Adam Johe became the innkeeper of the Red Lion Tavern, the forerunner of the modern Hotel Lafayette at the NE corner of Northampton and Hamilton (now 4th) Streets,
 and later of John Yohe’s Inn on the opposite (SW) corner.
  Adam and his brother, Jacob Yohe, were both married Easton girls – daughters of Henry Barnet, a tanner with a house at the SW corner of Bushkill and Hamilton (now called 4th) Streets.
  Adam and Adam’s son, Adam Jr., as well as cousin Michael, were taxed as shoemakers or “cordwainers” in Easton in 1780.

In 1775, Yohe sold Lot No. 76, with a building on it, to Henry Fullert.  Fullert was Sheriff of Northampton County from 1774 until 1777.  Fullert apparently continued to live on the property until his death;  his estate’s administrator then sold the property to Adam Dreisbach on 15 November 1782.


Robert Traill purchased Lot No.76 in 1787;
  until that time, he had lived next door.
   During the Revolutionary War, Traill was a prominent member, and clerk, of the Committee of Safety from Northampton County (which essentially governed the County during the Revolution).  He was later Northampton County Sheriff (1781-84), a member of Pennsylvania’s Supreme Executive Council (1786-87), and an Associate Judge of Northampton County (1790-92).
  


In 1790, Traill sold Lot No.76 to innkeeper / tavern keeper Jacob Hempt (also spelled Hembdt).
  The Hempt Family heirs and estate sold the property in 1816-17 to wealthy Easton merchant Jacob Mixsell
 (elsewhere also spelled Meixsell
).  After Mixsell’s death in 1841,
 it was included among the buildings inherited by his daughter, Susanna Pomp.
  She had married (for a second time) to Peter Pomp,
 the owner of the landmark Pomp’s Drug Store at the NW corner of Fourth and Northampton Streets.
   Susanna Pomp died on 27 September 1865.


It later apparently became the residence of Levi Bennet, an extremely wealthy carpenter.
  In 1873, his home was listed as 59 Northampton Street,
 which was assigned No.231 in the renumbering of Northampton Street.
  His carpenter shop was located at 121 Sitgreaves Street,
 and he also owned property on an alley running off of Sitgreaves Street
 that came to be known as Bennett’s Court.
  A story was later told of “Levi Bennett, of Easton” (probably the same person) who was asked to sell a gallon of oil to the financially troubled Warren Foundry of Phillipsburg on credit, and refused, but sent the oil anyway on the individual account of the Foundry’s President, Alexander Wilson.
  
· It was in Mr. Bennet’s house that Joanna (or Johanna) Dawes lived,
 as discussed above.


In 1897, Leon Bonnot came to Easton and promptly opened a florist shop, relying on his large greenhouses located in Flemington, N.J.  The initial location of the shop was in what is now known as the Easton Sweet Shop Building,
 but by the turn of the 20th Century he had moved it to 227 Northampton Street, with his home at No.225.
  

By 1930, The Bon Ton department store was established in this Building #3.
  It advertised itself as “The Store for Everybody”, “Easton’s Big Popular Price Department Store”.
  It quickly expanded into Building #2.
  

· However, by 1942 The Bon Ton retreated back to Building #3,
 as the Lauter Company took over its space in Building #2.
  

· By 1953, Lauter Co. had expanded into Building #3 as well, replacing the Bon Ton completely.
  

· Contrary to an Easton tradition, in fact The Bon Ton of Easton is not the original, nor even apparently related to, the modern chain of department stores known as The Bon-Ton Stores, Inc.  That chain originated with a single store in York, Pennsylvania in 1898
 that began using the “Bon-Ton” name since its inception.  The chain has no record of acquiring the Easton store, or its name.  The present Bon Ton store in the Palmer Park Mall belongs to the Bon-Ton chain, but was renamed after it was acquired from the Hess stores in 1994.

If “Edward” and “Edmund” Keller are the same person, then the 1855 Directory suggests that the Keller family remained in the house after the sale to Troxell in 1850, probably on a lease, and would have been there at the time of William H. Keller’s birth in 1851.   


	In fact, there is circumstantial evidence that “Edward” and “Edmund” are the same person.  According to the 1855 directory, “Edward” was in partnership with his brother, William Keller, as “undertakers and carpenters”.  C[harles] Kitchen, A General Directory of the Borough of Easton PA 35-37 (Cole & Eichman’s Office, 1855)(listings for Edward Keller, William Keller, and Edward & Wm. Keller, undertakers and carpenters).  The 1860 Directory is missing the pages that would have contained Keller’s entry, but the 1860 Census lists Edmund Keller as a carpenter, with a son William H. Keller, age 9.  (Series M653, Roll 1147, p.308).  Only two “Edward” Kellers were listed in Easton in the 1860 Census, and they were both teenagers, and jewelers by trade.  (Series M653, Roll 1147, pp.295, 324.)     Moreover, in 1855, “Edmund” and William Keller were associated in another land sale (to George Seitz), for property on located on the West side of South Fermor (Second) Street. The fact that “Edward” and “Edmund” were both closely associated with William, together with the close similarity in names, makes it a plausible supposition that they were in fact the same person, and that the 1855 Directory’s references to “Edward” was in fact a misprint and should have read “Edmund”.
