Reeder Family Homestead  (226 Northampton Street, now Lehigh Valley Community Mental Health)


4-story red brick, with some “Greek Revival” style entablatures above window cornices on the 2nd and 3rd floor, but a bracketed roof cornice in the “Italianate” style.  Despite these features, one source has lumped this building with the one next door at 222-24 Northampton Street, and listed the style of the combined property as “Modern Commercial” – but nevertheless suggested a construction date for both c.1850.
  

This is the eastern half of original Town Lot No.87, as established by William Parsons when Easton was laid out in 1752.
  William Craig obtained a warrant to survey this lot on 2 April 1753,
 at which time he had a stone dwelling built on it.
  One authority (followed by several modern authors) further suggests that a 2-story stone building on this property was originally licensed by William Craig as Easton’s first lawful tavern in 1752,
 but other historians disagree, placing Craig’s first tavern in the SW corner of Centre Square, where the western half of the Alpha Building now stands.
  In fact, Craig did not obtain any patent on the property;  instead, it was issued to John Potts, et al.  It appears that William Craig wanted to locate a hotel here, but town father William Parsons “refused to sell him a lot east of the Square.”
  Indeed, even William Craig’s original 2 April 1753 warrant to survey original Town Lot No.87 is indexed to John Potts’s patent issued just a dozen days later,
 and “John Potts et al” is separately indexed as being issued a warrant (without Patent Book or Survey Book citations) on the same date as William Craig.
  The property was apparently used as a hotel at some point.
  Craig obtained formal title to the property in 1763, but shortly thereafter lost it in a Sheriff’s sale to house carpenter Nicholas Loch.
  


William Craig was Easton’s first Sheriff, serving from the time of Easton’s founding in 1752 until 1756.  He also held the important post of Prothonotary from 1788-95 and 1797-98.
  He came from the Irish Settlement.  He originally presented the petition to the Pennsylvania Assembly requesting the creation of Northampton County.  “He might be called the founder of what has become known as ‘The Court House Gang’, being the county’s first perpetual office holder.”
  


After Craig lost the property, two additional quick sales brought the property to Frederich Nungester in April 1768.
  This is almost certainly an alternate spelling of Frederick Nungesser (also spelled “Nuncaster”), Easton’s second most important merchant (after Meyer Hart), who established Nungesser’s Hotel in the SW corner of Centre Square.
  Three years later, in 1771, “Nungester” sold Lot No.87 in 1771, together with a “Stone Messuage or Tenement Kitchen” located on it, to Leonard Smith, a saddler, for £ 200.
  In 1779, Smith sold Lot No. 87 and the same stone building for £ 1500 (the increased price largely due to the low value of continental paper money during the Revolution
) to Col. Robert Lettis Hooper Jr.,
 one of three superintendents of Washington’s Continental Army magazines nationally during the Revolutionary War, and Deputy Commissary of Transportation for General Sullivan’s XE "Sullivan, General John"  1779 expedition that contributed to the demise of the Iroquois Confederacy in America.
  

Colonel Hooper’s ownership of Lot No.87 may have simply been a convenience for the Nungesser family.  Only about six months after Hooper’s purchase, in January 1780, he resold the property to Isaac Sidman as trustee for Regina Smith, identified as the wife of Leonard Smith (from whom Hooper had just purchased the property only 6 months before).  Hooper’s wife Margaret was a party to the 1780 deed and thus apparently still alive,
 but shortly thereafter Margaret died and Col. Hooper moved to New Jersey.
  

  
Public records indicate that Lot No.87’s beneficial owner, “Regina Smith”, passed title to Rachel (Rachael) Smith and Rachel’s son-in-law, Absalom Reeder.
  Historical accounts also show that Rachel Smith (Schmidt) was a daughter of Frederick Nungesser and the sister-in-law of Isaac Sidman, both of whom figure prominently in the deed chain above.  Rachel’s husband (Nungesser’s son-in-law) has also been identified as “Bernhardt Schmidt”
 – a name which may well have been Anglicized as “Leonard Smith” of the deed record.
  In fact, the deed record repeatedly identified “Leonard Smith” as a saddler,
 while “Bernhard Schmidt” was called a “harness-maker”
 – which is substantially the same trade.   


Mrs. Smith’s Trustee, Isaac Sidman, is also an interesting character.  He was originally from Philadelphia, but came to Easton to become the clerk to Johan David Boehringer, a shoemaker and merchant who had left the Moravian Economy in Bethlehem and ultimately opened a business in Easton using the Moravian church building on South Third Street, near the corner at Ferry Street. When Boehringer lost that property through a Sheriff’s sale in 1773, Frederick Nungesser had bought it and “transferred the business to Boehringer’s former clerk, Isaac Sidman” – who then married Nungesser’s daughter Elizabeth in the following year.  He was thus Mrs. Leonard Smith’s brother-in-law, in addition to being her trustee.  Sidman was very popular in Easton, and was elected a Colonel of the First Regiment of the Militia in 1776,  although the appointment “caused a great controversy owing to his youthful appearance”.
  
 
At all events, a combination of the wills of Rachel Smith (in 1835) and her son-in-law, Absalom Reeder (in 1847), left Lot No.87 to Absalom’s two sons, Andrew H. Reeder and Edward A. Reeder.
  Absalom Reeder himself was a veteran of the Revolution who came to Easton shortly after the War, and began working for Bernhard Schmidt, later marrying his daughter Christina
 (also spelled “Christiana”, Frederick Nungesser’s granddaughter
).  Absalom’s will identified his residence, apparently on Lot No.87, as a “Three Story Brick House” – which probably refers to the simpler and older three-story brick building currently located at the corner – minus the oriel window, which was undoubtedly added at a later time.  Absalom Reeder’s will left the use of two rooms in this building (plus furniture) to his widow for life, and then split the remainder in the property between his sons Edward and Andrew.  Absalom’s will was probated in 1847.
  


In 1850, Edward Reeder conveyed his undivided half interest in the property to his brother, Andrew, who already owned the other half.
   He promptly began to demolish William Craig’s old stone building
 (presumably, on the eastern portion of Lot No.87, since Absalom Reeder’s three-story brick residence is apparently the one at the Sitgreaves Street corner on the western portion), and replace it with the “Reeder homestead”.
  By the end of May 1851, a newspaper recorded that “Mr. Reeder’s new House in Northampton street is progressing rapidly.  The walls are all up and the roof is completed.”
  This new house was apparently the imposing four-story structure that still occupies the eastern portion of Lot No.87 (now bearing the address 226 Northampton Street). The Italianate style of this building on the eastern style of Lot 87 is consistent with its construction (or remodeling) at that time.  Although Andrew Reeder’s house until 1861 was located next to his law practice in Centre Square (at the NE corner of South 3rd and Pine Streets).
  From 1861, however, the former Reeder residence near Centre Square became Easton’s Post Office,
 and was later known as the Reeder Building.
  It appears that Andrew Reeder moved his residence in 1861 to his new house in Northampton Street.
  After Andrew Reeder’s death in 1864, the Reeder family continued in residence in the new Northampton Street home.
  

Andrew H. Reeder (1807-1864) was an Easton attorney and politician who achieved fame (or notoriety) when he was appointed the first Territorial Governor of Kansas in 1854 by U.S. President Franklin Pierce, who saw Reeder as a Democrat and follower of Stephen Douglas’s “popular sovereignty” solution to the issue of slavery.  “He was removed by the President because of his refusal to aid the pro-slavery men of Kansas to make it a slave state. He was elected the first delegate to Congress from Kansas, but was denied his seat upon a technicality. On March 15, 1856, he was elected United States Senator from Kansas, but the Constitution of the State not being ratified, the election was set aside.” In May 1856, he barely escaped the territory with his life as a result of disputes between the pro- and anti-slavery factions.
  In 1857, abolitionist activist John Brown came to Eastont to present Governor Reeder with a sword in appreciation of his efforts in Kansas.
  He became a Republican, and campaigned for John C. Fremont and Abraham Lincoln, attending the 1860 and 1864 Republican National Conventions as a delegate.
  

· Andrew Reeder married Fredericka Amelia (also spelled Amalia) Hutter. She was the daughter of Col. Christian Jacob Hutter, who had been the editor of the Easton Correspondent, originator and editor of the Easton Sentinel in 1816, and of other newspapers.
  
In 1870, the Governor’s widow and three sons, as well as other family members, continued to live at the Homestead address.
   Governor Reeder’s eldest son was George M. Reeder,
 who became the editor and proprietor of the Easton Daily Express newspaper, who by 1880 had leased the Lerch House at 21 North 2nd Street.
  The youngest son was General Frank Freeder, who became a prominent Easton lawyer and Pennsylvania Banking Commissioner,
 and later built the Reeder Homestead at 61-63 North Third Street.
   The middle son was Howard James Reeder (1843 – 1898), who became a Judge of the Third Judicial District of Pennsylvania (1881-82, 1884-94) and of the Pennsylvania Superior Court (1895-98).
  Like his brothers, Howard Reeder was a Civil War veteran, having joined the 153rd Regiment of Pennsylvania Volunteers as Adjutant on 11 October 1862, and was promoted to Captain of G Company on 29 January 1863.
  He was wounded at the Battle of New Madrid (Missouri) on 13 March 1862,
 and appears to have returned to live in the Reeder Family Homestead in Easton into the 1870s.
  After the Civil War, he became a Commissioner of Fisheries of the State of Pennsylvania in 1873, serving until he became a Judge of the Court of Common Pleas (Third Judicial District) in 1881-82 and again from 1884-94.
 In the 1880s and into the 1890s, Howard Reeder was a resident boarder at the United States Hotel at the corner of Spring Garden and North 3rd Street.
   In 1895, he became a Judge of the Pennsylvania Superior Court, until his death in 1898,
 at age 55.  He is buried in Easton Cemetery Plot N-198, near his famous father (in Plot N-185) and brother, General Frank Reeder (in Plot N-220, 226).
   

· Until the 1874 inauguration of the modern street numbering scheme in Easton, the Reeder Family Homestead was listed as 62 Northampton Street.
   
· In the 1874 street renumbering, Mrs. A.H. Reeder’s residence (i.e., the Reeder Family Homestead) was assigned No.226.
  


In 1881, Andrew Reeder’s Estate formally sold the Reeder Family Homestead to Howard J. Reeder, Andrew’s son.
  Howard sold it three years later to A.S. Knecht.
  Knecht rented commercial space to J.H. Wilking for a retail boot and shoe store.  In the 1890s and beyond, Wilking’s store grew to incorporate the western half of Absalom Reeder’s old residence next door at the corner with Sitgreaves Street (which had also belonged to the Reeder Estate) to become the Wilking “double store”.
  Jacob H. Wilking, Jr.
 was born in 1848, the third son of William F. Wilking.
  
· 
He was (confusingly!) not the son of Jacob H. Wilking, Sr., the merchant tailor down the street in the Wilking Building at what is now listed as 210 Northampton Street.
  The senior Jacob H. Wilking’s tailoring business in the Wilking Building was left to his son, Henry M. Wilking.
  

· 
Jacob H. Wilking, Jr.’s father, William F. Wilking, had apparently died in Harrisburg just days after being discharged there from serving in Company H of the 1st Pennsylvania Regiment during the Civil War.
  His mother was Margaret Lehn, a daughter of John Lehn (Sr.)
 of Lehn’s Court.
    

· In the 1870s and early ‘80s, Jacob H. Wilking, Jr. had tried his hand at the liquor business in the Mebus Building at 158 Northampton Street.
  In the mid-1880s, he had briefly become a coal dealer,
 but in 1884 and thereafter turned to foot apparel for his living.
  


Meanwhile, the other (eastern) half of the building next door (i.e., the portion of the Absalom Reeder House at 230 Northampton Street, at the corner with Sitgreaves Street) became the clothing and hat shop of Samuel J. Hochman.  He became financially successful enough to purchase the entire Reeder Family Homestead in 1903 – presumably as an investment, since Hochman’s store was not located in the building.  That deed explicitly referred to the building as a 4-story brick “messuage”, consistent with the structure located on the property today.
  In 1905, Hochman (as owner of the Reeder Family Homestead) entered into an agreement with Daniel Black’s Estate (The landlord renting to Hochman’s store next door in the Absalom Reeder House at the Sitgreaves Street corner) to permit a partition wall between the back of the two properties.
   Hochman continued to own the Reeder Family Homestead property for some 60 years, until he sold it to the Joseph’s partnership in 1964.
  


The Joseph’s partnership combined the property with the Pollock House next door (to the East),
 and sold both parcels to Sidney and Ruth Barrer.
  Nearly seven years later, both properties were returned to Joseph’s, Inc.,
 which held them until the 1990s.  At that time, the two properties were split up again into separate parcels, and sold to separate buyers.  The property has had a number of additional owners since that time.
  In 1997, the City of Easton awarded an $8,000 grant for façade restoration on the building, as part of a project that cost a total of $17,886.
