Absalom Reeder House  (228-30 Northampton Street, now YoreAuctions and Partyology)

Street address at 228-30 Northampton Street is based on the Northampton County Tax Records.
  3-story brick, with large oriel windows, red and green trim.  Two remaining flat windows on upper story have an entablature above them, which with the flat roof and simple frieze roof cornice suggest that the building was originally built in the “Greek Revival” architectural style.
  

This is the western half of Original Town Lot 87.
  William Craig obtained a warrant to survey this lot on 2 April 1753,
 at which time he had a stone dwelling built on it.
  One authority (followed by several modern authors) further suggests that a 2-story stone building on this property was originally licensed by William Craig as Easton’s first lawful tavern in 1752,
 but other historians disagree, placing Craig’s first tavern in the SW corner of Centre Square, where the western half of the Alpha Building now stands.
  In fact, Craig did not obtain any patent on the property;  instead, it was issued to John Potts, et al.  It appears that William Craig wanted to locate a hotel here, but town father William Parsons “refused to sell him a lot east of the Square.”
  Indeed, even William Craig’s original 2 April 1753 warrant to survey original Town Lot No.87 is indexed to John Potts’s patent issued just a dozen days later,
 and “John Potts et al” is separately indexed as being issued a warrant (without Patent Book or Survey Book citations) on the same date as William Craig.
  The property was apparently used as a hotel at some point.
  Craig obtained formal title to the property in 1763, but shortly thereafter lost it in a Sheriff’s sale to house carpenter Nicholas Loch.
  

William Craig was Easton’s first Sheriff, serving from the time of Easton’s founding in 1752 until 1756.  He also held the important post of Prothonotary from 1788-95 and 1797-98.
  He came from the Irish Settlement.  He originally presented the petition to the Pennsylvania Assembly requesting the creation of Northampton County.  “He might be called the founder of what has become known as ‘The Court House Gang’, being the county’s first perpetual office holder.”
  


After Craig lost the property, two additional quick sales brought the property to Frederich Nungester in April 1768.
  This is almost certainly an alternate spelling of Frederick Nungesser (also spelled “Nuncaster”, “Nungester”, and others).  He was Easton’s second most important merchant (after Meyer Hart), who established Nungesser’s Hotel in the SW corner of Centre Square.
  Three years later, in 1771, “Nungester” sold Lot No.87, together with a “Stone Messuage or Tenement Kitchen” located on it, to Leonard Smith, a saddler, for £ 200.
  Leonard Smith was married to Frederich Nungesser’s daughter, Rachel.
  In 1779, Smith sold Lot No. 87 and the same stone building for £ 1500 (the increased price largely due to the low value of continental paper money during the Revolution
) to Col. Robert Lettis Hooper Jr.,
 one of three superintendents of Washington’s Continental Army magazines nationally during the Revolutionary War, and Deputy Commissary of Transportation for General Sullivan’s XE "Sullivan, General John"  1779 expedition that contributed to the demise of the Iroquois Confederacy in America.
  Colonel Hooper’s ownership of Lot No.87 may have simply been a convenience for the Nungesser family, because only about six months after his purchase, he resold the property to Isaac Sidman as trustee for “Regina” (i.e. Rachel) Smith, identified as the wife of Leonard Smith (from whom Hooper had just purchased the property only 6 months before).
  
· Col. Hooper’s wife, Margaret, was a party to the 1780 deed and was thus apparently still alive at the time.  Shortly thereafter, she died, because Col. Hooper moved to New Jersey and promptly married again.
     

· Mrs. Smith’s Trustee, Isaac Sidman, is also an interesting character.  He was originally from Philadelphia, but came to Easton to become the clerk to Johan David Boehringer, a shoemaker and merchant who had left the Moravian Economy in Bethlehem and ultimately opened a business in Easton using the Moravian church building on South Third Street, near the corner at Ferry Street. When Boehringer lost that property through a Sheriff’s sale in 1773, Frederick Nungesser had bought it and “transferred the business to Boehringer’s former clerk, Isaac Sidman” – who then married Nungesser’s daughter Elizabeth in the following year.  He was thus Mrs. Leonard Smith’s brother-in-law, in addition to being her trustee.  Sidman was very popular in Easton, and was elected a Colonel of the First Regiment of the Militia in 1776,  although the appointment “caused a great controversy owing to his youthful appearance”.
  
 
A combination of wills by Rachel Smith (in 1835) and her son-in-law, Absalom Reeder (in 1847) left Lot No.87 to Absalom’s two sons, Andrew H. Reeder and Edward A. Reeder.
  Absalom Reeder was a veteran of the Revolution who came to Easton shortly after the War, and began working for “Bernhard Schmidt” (i.e. Leonard Smith of the dead record).  Absolom later married Leonard’s daughter, Christina
 (also spelled “Christiana”, Frederick Nungesser’s granddaughter
).  Absalom’s will specifically identified his residence, apparently on Lot No.87, as a “Three Story Brick House”.  This appears to refer to the three-story brick building currently located at the corner, which was accordingly already in existence in 1847
 – minus the upper story oriel and display windows, which (based upon their architectural style) were undoubtedly added at a later time, but prior to 1911.
  Absalom Reeder’s will left the use of two rooms in his house, plus furniture, to his widow for life;  the will then split the remainder in the property between his sons Edward and Andrew.  Absalom’s will was probated in 1847.
  His remains are currently buried in Easton Cemetery Plot N-185.
 

In 1850, Edward Reeder conveyed his undivided half interest in the property to his brother, Andrew, who already owned the other half.
   Three years later, in 1853, Andrew demolished William Craig’s old building
 – which was presumably located on the eastern portion of Lot No.87, since Absalom Reeder’s three-story brick residence corresponds to the one presently located at the Sitgreaves Street corner, on the western side.  Andrew Reeder replaced Craig’s old building with the “Reeder homestead”,
 which is the imposing four-story Italianate-style structure that still occupies the eastern portion of Lot No.87 (now bearing the address 226 Northampton Street).  Andrew Reeder’s career as a prominent Easton lawyer and politician, including his short and tempestuous exploit as the first federally-appointed pre-Civil War Territorial Governor of Kansas, are discussed in the separate www.WalkingEaston.com entry for the Reeder Family Homestead next door at 226 Northampton Street.  

Meanwhile, by 1855 Absalom Reeder’s old residence at the corner with Sitgreaves Street was rented out to John Pollock as a bush manufactory.
  Pollock (1810 – 1889) came to America from Scotland when he was almost 7 years old, in 1817.  At age 16, he apprenticed in the brush-making trade.  At age 20, his employer send him to Easton where he managed a branch operation for two years, before moving to Newark, NJ to start his own business.  In 1834, he returned to Easton to purchase his former employer’s branch, and continued in business in Easton for some 55 years until his death in 1889.  “At the time of his death he had been engaged in business continuously for a longer period than any other resident of Easton.”
  In the early 1870s, Pollock lived in another building on North Fourth Street.

· Prior to 1874, the corner property was listed as 64 Northampton Street under the street numbering scheme in effect.
  

· In the 1874 renumbering, John Pollock’s brush store was assigned No.230.
  

In April 1874, John Pollock purchased the Pollack House property at 222-24 Northampton Street
 (on the other, eastern side of the Reeder Family Homestead).  Pollock moved both his brush business and residence into the building he built at No.222, where they remained for 15 years until his death in 1889.
     


In 1881, Andrew Reeder’s Estate sold the Absalom Reeder House to Ida R. Marsh,
 separating it from the Reeder Family Homestead next door.  By 1883, the Absalom Reeder House address at 230 Northampton Street was home to Thomas Coates,
 Bandmaster of the Easton Band, the first cornet soloist in America, and “The Father of Band Music in America”.
 

In 1890, owner Ida Marsh sold the Absalom Reeder House to Daniel Black,
 owner of Black’s Emporium across Sitgreaves Alley.
  Commercial establishments were established here in the 1890s included:   

· Beginning in 1891 and continuing into the 20th Century, S.J. Hochman’s men’s clothing, hats and furnishings store was located at No.230.
  This shop apparently did well enough to allow Samuel J. Hochman to purchase the Reeder Homestead (at No.226) in 1903.
  Two years later, Hochman (as owner of the Reeder Homestead) entered into an agreement with Daniel Black’s Estate (his landlord here) to permit a partition wall between the back of the two properties.
   

Daniel Black’s will, probated in 1896, gave ownership of this property (as well as his Emporium across Sitgreaves Alley
) to be shared by several charities, including Easton Hospital and Franklin & Marshall College.
  They rented out the building.   By the early 20th Century, No.228 (apparently in this building) and No.226 (the Reeder Homestead next door) were the “double store” of J.H. Wilking, a retailer of shoes and boots.
  


In 1926, the charities (now in control of the property) sold this building to David Kabatchnick,
 but just a few years later (in 1933) the Great Depression apparently caused them to send the Sheriff to take the properties back, to be managed by their Trustee.
  The Trustee then rented space in this building to Easton clothier William R. Bricker, who managed a clothing store listed in the name of his two sons, Julius and Milton.
  William Bricker had been born in Russia in 1883, and immigrated to American at about age 10 (in 1893).  He opened his own store at age 16 in 1900, initially at South 3rd and Lehigh Streets where he remained for some thirty years.
  He was also involved in a real estate business beginning in the late 1920s, that apparently resulted in the “Bricker Building” inscription at 230 Northampton Street.  However, the Great Depression of the 1930s terminated this aspect of his career.
  After opening his Northampton Street store, Bricker continued to work there until the afternoon of his death in 1963.
  


In 1943, the charities sold the property to private owners, a succession of whom continue to hold the property to the present.
  In 1997, the City of Easton awarded a $3,000 façade grant for the building.
 


In 1999, artist William (“Little Bear”) O’ Brennan painted six murals on the side of the building facing Sitgreaves Alley, depicting the Lenni-Lenape creation legend.  The artist worked at times in traditional Lenape dress (or undress).
  The text of the story, underneath the six panels (as revised by Little Bear in 2009) is as follows:  
Panel 1.  In the beginning Kieschalamawakan (God) had the Vision, and the Vision God knew would be, because the Vision was had.  First the keeper spirits were created for Creation.  They are Rock, Water, Fire and Air.  They helped to create living things and beings that would come and go or remain forever.
Panel 2.  Nipahuma [Grandmother Moon] was set into the night sky, and to keep her company Muxumsa Pethakowa [Grandfather Thunder] was given to her. He uses energy with all the other spirits.  They are sent to Earth and give their powers to create life!
Panel 3.  Man & woman (the twins) were born to Nipahuma on the back of Taxkwâx, who became Turtle Island.  The older brothers and sisters [= older animals] helped Nipahuma by diving and getting Mother Earth from the ocean bottom (and some died doing so).  Nipahuma put Earth on Taxkwâx‘s back and breathed on it, to made Taxkwâx grow.  The four elements, North, East, South and West, are seen here with the Moon and Thunder.  The bear will give of its flesh for humans to eat.  We thank bears & all our older brothers for their help.  Seen next in God’s Vision are things of opposite character, light and dark.   

Panel 4.  Now came Kixixach’kàl, the great toad, placed to rule over Earth’s waters.  One day, Max’vâk, a ill-willed spirit and snake, came to quarrel with the Toad.  They fought for power, and the toad was gored to death.  God sent Grandfather Thunder to shoot his lightening arrows at the monster snake.  Floods grew high.  Nanapush [the highest creator spirit next to God] gathered in twos the older brothers and sisters, walked to the highest Cedar tree and climbed it, singing a song of peace, and the tree grew.  He broke branches off and put them in his belt.   

Panel 5.  Nanapush spread the collected branches over the rising flood waters as he became tired of singing, and the branches became great boats to save all creation.  Nanapush asked Taxkwâx to become Turtle Island, the base for all life.  Nanapush breathed life once again into the animals who had died retrieving Mother Earth.
Panel 6.  Once again the Earth was dry, and a lovely Cedar tree grew.  Lenape men and women were born out of the Cedar tree:  the woman by moonlight from a branch that kissed the earth, and the man by sunlight from the root.  You must look past the images and in-between the words to understand this story.

However, Chidsey reads the handwritten deeds as showing Leonard Smith’s wife to be “Christina” (rather than Regina) Smith.  A.D. Chidsey, Jr., A Frontier Village: Pre-Revolutionary Easton 243 (Vol.III of Publications of The Northampton County Historical & Genealogical Society, 1940).  This would apparently be a reference to Frederick Nungesser’s granddaughter – Rachel and Leonard/Bernhardt Smith’s daughter.  This reading does not address the deed statement that “Regina”/”Christina” was Leonard Smith’s wife, not his daughter (see below), nor does it explain how a portion of the land title later came from “Christina” Smith to Rachel Smith.  Again, the difficulty evaporates if “Regina”/”Christina” Smith is actually Rachel Smith.
