Old Lawall Store  (454-56 Northampton Street)    


Located on part of original town Lot No.210, as surveyed by William Parsons when Easton was established in 1752.
  This Lot was sold by the Penn Family to Thomas Sebring in 1818.
  

4-story brick. With small alley between this building and the hotel next door at 460 Northampton St.
 


In 1851, Cyrus Lawall opened his Drug Store at this location.
  In that year, a local newspaper praised Lawall (as well as Peter Pomp, who opened his 4-story drug store across the street in the previous December):  “Mr. Lawall and Mr. Pomp in erecting their new buildings, have done more to improve Easton than many others who make larger claims on the public consideration.”
  


In 1871, Cyrus Lawall built a new drug store building across the street (at No.437 under the modern numbering scheme).  After Cyrus left, in approximately 1873 William H. Lawall’s successful dry goods (general merchandise) business next door (Lawall, Copp & Co.) opened a hardware store in this building, operated in partnership with Lawall’s son, Edward.
 

· The store appears to have been listed at No.172 Northampton Street, prior to the 1874 renumbering of Northampton Street.
  

· It was assigned No. 456 in the 1874 Northampton Street renumbering.


Beginning in 1894 and continuing into the early 20th Century, Edwin S. Lawall operated an insurance agency from No. 454, and later added a real estate business.
  

During the 1950s, the Boston Shoe Store was at No.456.
