Old Easton Argus Building  (530 Northampton Street) 


3-1/2-story stone building, partially covered with brick, with elaborate Italianate green & red roof cornice and dormers.
  The modern property has a 24’ frontage on Northampton Street.
   


The property is located in the northwestern part of original town Lot No. 245, as surveyed by William Parsons when Easton was founded in 1752.
  Lot No.245 was part of a sale of three lots by the Penn Family (who had been the Proprietors of Pennsylvania) in 1800 to Michael Opp Jr.,
 a weaver by profession.
  Opp subdivided his property.  In 1803, he sold the western strip (with a 30’ frontage on Northampton Street) to Christopher Köhler, for £70.
  This equated to approximately $156 at the time, according to one modern source.
  In 1807, Köhler (also spelled Kahler) moved his residence to Bloomsburg.
  By 1809, Köhler’s Easton property with a “Stone Tenement” on it was sold for $1200 to Jacob Arndt.
  Whether the “Stone Tenement” was built by Köhler or by Opp is open to question at this time.  The respective arguments are as follows: 
· Köhler’s 1809 deed is the first explicit mention of a building on the property, other than legal boilerplate.  None was mentioned in the 1803 deed by which Köhler’s purchased the property.  Moreover, the large increase in property value between Köhler’s purchase and sale prices suggests that he improved the property, probably by building the stone portions of the building that continues to occupy the property today. 

· However, the building’s architecture when viewed together with the Seibert Building at 526-28 Northampton Street next door may suggest a slightly different result.  The third (brick) story of the Seibert Building rests upon the eastern load-bearing wall of the Old Easton Argus Building.  This suggests that the bottom two (stone) stories of the Seibert Building have no load-bearing wall of their own on that end, but were simply attached to the wall of the building next door, which was then utilized to support the third story when it was constructed later.  This analysis is confirmed by the restoration work done by Bruce Fackenthal (see below), who remarks that the first two stone stories of the Seibert Building appear to actually only have three walls attached to the Old Easton Argus Building as their fourth wall.
 Thus, the Old East Argus Building must have already been in existence at the time the Seibert Building was constructed.  However, no deed references were found giving permission to the Seibert Building owners to attach to a wall.  This may suggest that the two building were built at a time when the properties were co-owned.  Michael Opp was the last person to own both these buildings at any time relevant to their construction. 
· Accordingly, it appears that the Old Easton Argus Building must have been built either by Michael Opp slightly before he sold the property in 1803, or by Christopher Köhler shortly after that date, and certainly before the sale to Jacob Arndt in 1809. 
This initial stone building was 2-1/2 stories, with a pitched roof.  The stone gable facing East had a window in it, which is still visible although it is bricked up and now looks into the third story of the Seibert Building next door.
  


Jacob Arndt, the purchaser in 1809, was the second son (and 4th child) of French and Indian War Major Jacob Arndt, Sr.  The Major owned a mill in Forks Township at the dam on Bushkill Creek where Bushkill Park is now located.  The Major also owned other properties, and was a principal landowner in Forks Township.  In 1782 Jacob Arndt, Jr. purchased a separate large tract of land in Forks Township from his father.
  He also lived for a short time at his father’s “plantation” in Plainfield Township.
  

The Major was also an enthusiastic supporter of the “patriot” cause during the Revolution.  His oldest son (Jacob Arndt Jr.’s brother), John Arndt, was a Captain in Washington’s Army in the Revolutionary War, and was wounded at the Battle of Long Island.
   Jacob Jr. was himself commissioned a Lieutenant in 1780.  As a result of their wartime service and their father’s prominent position in Northampton County, after the War both of the Arndt boys obtained offices from the new government.  From 1783 until 1790, Jacob Arndt was the Treasurer of Northampton County.
  However, he apparently lost this office when all the Federalist Party officials were swept from office, after Republican Party candidate Thomas McKean was elected Governor of the state.
   


In 1789, Jacob Arndt acquired the Log Cabin Lot on Northampton Street, as well as extensive land in New Jersey including the entire town of Phillipsburg (some 91-3/4 acres).  He sold both Phillipsburg and the Northampton Street property in 1793.
  He also purchased other properties in Easton.
     
   
In 1808, just prior to buying the Northampton Street property from Christopher Köhler, Jacob Arndt also bought property at the NE corner of Centre Square and North 3rd Street.
  There, he built a brick house for himself – a house that serves as the basis for the much larger Hotel Huntington that stands on that property today.  He lived in his Centre Square house until his death in 1812.
   In contrast, he did not hold the Köhler property on Northampton very long.  In 1810 (after only a year), Jacob Arndt sold the Köhler property to Abraham Horn for $1400.
  A series of short-term owners followed.   Horn resold the property after only one month, for the same price that he purchased it.  The buyer was John Ross,
 “one of the leading lawyers of that day, and afterwards became a member of Congress, a Judge of the District Court, and also of the Supreme Court of [Pennsylvania].”
  The property also included a share interest in a well and pump established at the intersection of Julianna (now 4th) and Northampton Streets.
  Six months later, Ross also resold the property, this time to Nicholas Kreamer – still for the same $1400 price, together with the same share in the well and pump.
  

In 1812, Kreamer sold the property to Nathan Gulick.
  Gulick had also purchased most of Lot No. 244 (at the corner – excluding the Jewish burial ground at the back) from Michael Hart a few months earlier.
  According to the deeds, Gulick was a clockmaker.  A “Federal inlaid mahogany tall-case clock” whose works were made by Nathan Gulick of Easton was recently sold for $6,572.50 in New York City.
 


Gulick subdivided his property, and began selling off various pieces separately.  He separated off the rear of these properties (along what is now Pine Street), and laid out a new alley running East from John (now 6th) Street to separate his property into a front (Northampton Street) portion and a back (Pine Street) portion.  He sold the rear portion for $300,
 while splitting up the land fronting on Northampton Street into separate parcels, which he resold to different buyers.  The “Stone Tenement” that became the Old Easton Argus Building was sold to cabinet maker Jacob Schoch in August 1813 for $1,500.
  A 6’ strip from that property was held back and incorporated into Gulick’s parcel next door that would ultimately become the Cole Residence, which was sold to hatter Michael Simon for $600 in November of that same year.
  In December, the parcel at the corner of Northampton and John (later 6th) Streets was sold to carpenter Jacob Shouse for another $800.
  

Jacob Schoch promptly resold the Old Easton Argus Building parcel to blacksmith Jacob Shipe.
  Meanwhile, Simon’s property next door was promptly resold to George Beidleman
 (also spelled Beidelman), who held it for over a decade.  However, after his death, the administrators of Beidleman’s estate also sold that property to Jacob Shipe in 1825,
 thus recombining it with the Old Easton Argus Building property once more.  Jacob Shipe held the properties for investment, rather than as his residence, since “the old John Shipe homestead” was located at what is now 130 North 3rd Street.
  
Nearly a decade later, in 1834, Shipe sold both parcels to Charles Kitchen and George Hess Jr.
  Just a few months after they had purchased the property, Kitchen and Hess sold the western parcel of their land (later the Cole Residence),
 but retained the Old Easton Argus Building.  Ten years later (in 1845), Hess sold his half interest in the Old Easton Argus Building to Charles Kitchen.
  Kitchen became Chief Burgess of Easton in 1854-55.
  While he was in office (in 1854),
 the Town Council passed an act that changed many of Easton’s street names to numbers (i.e. Fermor Street becoming 2nd Street, Pomfret becoming 3rd Street, etc.).  In addition, “the houses in the principal streets” of Easton were to be numbered – the house numbers to be sold to the building owners “at a mere nominal sum”.
  Kitchen’s name then appeared on the first Easton city directory now available, which was issued in 1855.
  


In 1860, the Old Easton Argus Building was apparently the location of Reuben P. Micke’s liquor store, then numbered 198 Northampton Street.
  


In 1865 (at the close of the Civil War), Charles Kitchen sold his remaining Northampton Street property, including the “Stone Tenement” Old Easton Argus Building, to Josiah Cole.
  Graffiti notations under the wallpaper on the third (brick) floor of the building date from the 1860s.  It seems likely that this refurbishment was likely made at about the time that Cole purchase the property;  and also suggests that the third floor was in place by that time.
  Cole was a printer and publisher, and as such had done business with Kitchen.  For example, in 1855, Charles Kitchen’s Easton City Directory was published by a partnership in which Josiah Cole was the senior partner.
  In that year (1855), he purchased the western parcel of Gulick’s Northampton Street land, now containing a “two Story frame” house,
 which he made into his residence.
  Thus, Cole’s purchase of Kitchen’s parcel in 1865 re-united the two Gulick Northampton Street parcels once again.  


In 1870, the firm of Cole and Moritz purchased William Eichman’s interest in the Easton Argus newspaper,
 and located the headquarters of the Argus in the “Stone Tenement” next door to Josiah Cole’s home.
  In 1873, with the inauguration of the modern street numbering scheme, the 530 Northampton Street address was assigned to the Correspondent and Demekrat newspaper, while No.532 was assigned to the Argus;  the hair dresser shop of George Davenport was assigned No.534, between the newspapers and Cole’s residence, presumably in a part of the newspaper office building.
  A picture of the “Easton Argus Office” with “Cole and Morwitz” as proprietors, published in 1877, shows a building substantially similar to the present-day one, with 3 ½ stories, 3 window bays, and two dormers.  The principal substantial difference is that on the ground floor, the three bays are still represented by a separate window/door opening, rather than the combined show window and door now installed in the building.
 

  
Josiah Cole died on 6 May 1879.  His niece and adopted daughter, Ella O. Hartzell, inherited this property,
 as well as the Cole Residence next door.
  In 1939, Ms. Hartzell sold off the Old Easton Argus Building property,
 although she continued to own the Cole Residence next door until her death in 1945.
  She also established or preserved various easements from the Cole Residence into the Old Easton Argus Building property until her death.
 


In the 1940s, the Old Easton Argus Building property went through the hands of Frank Mastria, Placid Mammana, and William and Mabel Gabler,
 who were also involved in nearby properties.
  


In 1950, the property was sold to Lawrence F. Randony.
  He immigrated from Lithuania as a child in 1911, and started the Pennsylvania Locksmith Co. in 1918, which he ran for 48 years until his retirement in 1966.
  The Old Easton Argus Building property remained in the Randony Family
 until 1999, when it was sold for $65,000 to John Hall and Gregory Cole.
  They sold it to Dykes Lumber Company, Inc. 2½ years later.
  Dykes also owned the Seibert Building next door (at 530-32 Northampton St.), and re-subdivided the properties.
  While retaining land to the rear on a private alley leading from 6th Street for a parking lot for its 6th Street store,
 Dykes resold the two Northampton Street lots to Bruce and Kathleen Fackenthal.
  Artist Bruce Fackenthal is known among other things, for the panoramic view of Easton’s Centre Square that he created from photographs taken by Frank Mitman, and presented to the City of Easton in 2000.
  The Fackenthals proceeded to remodel both buildings, winning the Rep. Robert Freeman Award in the 2008 Properties of Merit program for the Seibert Building.
  The Fackenthals conveyed the Old Easton Argus Building in 2005 to an LLC for $99,200,
 which sold it for $140,000 to Tyrone Sanders in 2007.

	The modern Northampton County Tax Map shows a Northampton Street frontage of 11’ for the corner property, after the oblique corner cut-off.   The next two lots (which are commonly owned, including the Josiah Cole House) have a combined 48’ frontage.  Thus, these three modern properties to the corner of 6th Street have a combined frontage of 59’ – i.e. six feet more than the 53’ frontage that was occupied by original town Lot No. 244.  Accordingly, the Cole House property today is mostly located on Lot No.244, but also occupies some 6’ of original town Lot No.245. The Old Easton Argus Building property (next door to the Cole House) is entirely located on original town Lot No.245.  This means that, starting from the western edge of Lot No.245, the 6’ of that Lot in the Cole House property, plus the 24’ of frontage in the Old Easton Argus Building property, places the eastern edge of the latter exactly 30’ into Lot No.245.  Since the property sold to Köhler also occupied the first 30’ of that Lot, this places the eastern edge of Köhler’s parcel exactly where the eastern edge of the Old Easton Argus Building now lies.    


	This analysis is consistent with the Deed, John Ely Jr. to Peter Seibert, F8  248 (19 Mar. 1845).  That deed conveyed the Seibert Building (next door to the Old Easton Argus Building property on the East), which described its western neighbor as also being a part of Lot No.245.

Recitals establish that Cole’s will provided a life estate to his wife, followed by a half interest to Ella O. Hartzell and the other half interest to Henry P.B. Odenwelder.  However, Odenwelder pre-deceased Cole’s widow on 29 January 1900, and consequently never took possession.
