Mt. Vernon Ale House Bldg. (542 Northampton St.)  


The property was part of original town Lot No. 244 as surveyed by William Parsons when Easton was founded in 1752, described as being at the corner of John (later known as 6th) Street and the Bethlehem Road.
  In the 1700s, this property marked the edge of the main part of the town.   The continuation of Northampton Street was known as the Nazareth Road, while the Bethlehem Road diverged obliquely to the SW along what is now Walnut Avenue. A small oblique corner of Lot No.244 was cut off by the divergence of the Bethlehem Road, leaving the property with five corners.
  The modern property continues to contain that 17’ oblique corner face, in addition to its 11’ of frontage on Northampton Street.
  


The rear of Lot No.244 was used as the Jewish burial ground.
  The entire Lot was formally sold by the Penn Family to Jewish merchant Michael Hart in 1800.
  Six days afterwards, Michael Hart sold the southern 39.5’ of the Lot (fronting on Pine Street) to his son, Jacob Hart.  The deed noted that this rear land “hath heretofore been used and appropriated as a burial place of and for the Hebrews or Jews residing in the said Borough of Easton”.  The sale was “in trust . . . to and for the sole use and purpose of  a Burying place for such Hebrews or Jews as now do or hereafter may reside in the said Borough of Easton and its vicinity and to and for no other use Intent and purpose whatsoever forever hereafter . . . .”
  That southwestern corner of the property was known for many years as the “Hart family burying ground”.
  Today, it has become a part of the separate parcel at 16 South 6th Street, which is separated by a private alley from the front (northern) part of the Lot (see below).
  

One modern source suggested that a building was erected on the property in 1802 that is at least a part of the basis of the structure in existence today.
  In 1812, Michael Hart sold the remainder of Lot No.244 to Nathan Gulick for $4,100.
  Two months later, Gulick added a 30’ strip of land from Lot No.245 next door, together with the “Stone Tenement” on that property that eventually became the basis of the Old Easton Argus Building (now 530-32 Northampton Street).
  According to the deeds, Gulick was a clockmaker.  A “Federal inlaid mahogany tall-case clock” whose works were made by Nathan Gulick of Easton was recently sold for $6,572.50 in New York City.
 


Gulick subdivided his property, and began selling off various pieces separately.  He split off a large parcel in the rear (along what is now Pine Street, including the Jewish burying ground) by laying out a new alley parallel to Pine, that separated this rear portion from the front section running along Northampton Street.  He sold the rear portion for $300,
 while further splitting up the land fronting on Northampton Street into separate parcels.  In December of 1812, he sold the parcel at the corner of Northampton and John (later 6th) Streets to carpenter Jacob Shouse for $800.
  Other pieces along Northampton Street were sold to other buyers.
 


Jacob Shouse held the “five-cornered” property until 1831, when he sold it to John Worman for $800
 (the same as his purchase price).  Worman, a miller,  held the property for a decade, and then sold it in 1841 for $3,100, including a “Two Story Brick Tenement”.
  This large increase in price suggests that Worman added the “Brick Tenement” as an improvement.  Worman’s building would appear to have been the basis of the Mount Vernon Hotel building of today.  
Woman’s purchaser in 1841 was John Kemmerer.  The Kemmerer Family held the property until 1847, when they sold it at a slight profit to Henry Enis (also spelled Innes).
  In addition, Enis purchased land in the rear of the property fronting on both John (now 6th) and Pine Streets, surrounding the Jewish burying ground.
  

Henry Enis lived out of town,
 and thus apparently used the Easton property as a rental.  Preston Brock rented it in 1850, when he opened the Mount Vernon Hotel there.   An advertisement described the building as a “large and commodious three story brick house” formerly occupied by William Craig, located “at the head of Northampton Street”.
  [Note that an extra story had been added since 1841.]  At the time the Hotel opened, this portion of Northampton Street was only a country road,
  and John (now 6th) Street continued to represent the edge of the original town.
  For the opening, the Mount Vernon building was “fitted up specially for the purposes of a hotel”, and the proprietor also had “ample stabling conveniently arranged”.  The hotel’s initial advertisements were directed towards “travelers, drovers and [Mr. Brock’s] country friends.
  

Landlord Henry Enis died about 1852, leaving a widow (Elizabeth) and two children:  a younger son named Robert and an older daughter named Kate who later married Levi B. Beckley.  It appears that daughter Kate and her husband took over effective administration of the various properties owned by her father, including the hotel property in Easton.
  

In 1855, a numbering scheme was established for buildings in Easton;
  the Mt. Vernon Hotel was assigned the address of 206-08 Northampton Street.
  At that time, the Mount Vernon Hotel had a new proprietor, David S. Smith, who advertised his intention “by strict attention to business and his patrons that he may have a share of the public patronage.  His table is always well supplied, and first rate liquors always on hand.  Connected with the hotel were originally the Drovers’ and Exchange Stables.”
  These stables were probably located on the land at the rear that had been purchased by Henry Enis.
 

In August of 1860, Kate Enis Beckley petitioned in court for permission to sell some of her late father’s real estate in order to pay some debts of the estate.
  The proceedings became involved – apparently as the result of the appointment of a guardian for her younger brother – such that in October she moved to partition (i.e., split up) her late father’s hotel property in Easton between the two children.  Unsatisfied with the initial evaluation assigned to that Easton property, she specifically asked the resulting inquest to consider separating a “large and commodious stable or sheads” from the “Tavern House”.  The evaluators declined to do this, finding that it would impair the value of the property overall, but did increase their valuation of the property.  The result was a bidding war between Kate and the guardian for her brother Robert, with the result that her brother purchased the combined properties from the estate for $6,850.
  Through these years including the Enis landlordships, six hotel proprietors followed Smith, ending with John Hagenbuch.
  In 1874, Robert Enis sold both the hotel and the stable property (except for one small strip of land) to George Young, at nearly double his purchase price.  At that time, the hotel was described as a “three story five cornered Brick Tavern House”.
    

In the following year (1875), hotel proprietor Hagenbuch purchased the hotel property from George Young, together with additional land in the rear surrounding the “Jew burying ground”.  At that time, the hotel was described as a “two story five cornered Brick Tavern House”
 – one story shorter than as described the year before.  

· With the inauguration of the modern street numbering scheme in 1874, the Mount Vernon Hotel was assigned the address of 544 Northampton Street for its General Entrance, and 542 Northampton Street for the Ladies Entrance.
  

John Hagenbuch also purchased yet another strip of property in the rear along Pine Street, next to the Seibert Building property.
  

Hagenbuch continued to operate the Hotel until approximately 1882, when his son-in-law, Edwin A. Jacoby,
 took it over.  Jacoby “raised the standard of his bar trade and the ‘cuisine’ of the house into the front rank”.  “The bar is completely fitted out with an elegant stock of wines, liquors of all known brands, ales, and the leading and most popular breweries are also well represented.  A full line of cigars is also kept, and as Mr. Jacoby is quite a connoisseur of the soothing weed he keeps nothing but the best class of goods in the smoking line.”
  Jacoby purchased a half-interest in the hotel – now once again described as a “two story Brick Tavern House since remodeled” – together with the additional land in the rear surrounding the “Jew burying ground”, from his father-in-law in 1883.
  Jacoby purchased the other half-interest in the properties in 1885.
  He was himself a resident in the hotel.


Jacoby finally purchased the Jewish burying ground at the back of the property along Pine Street from the synagogue (Congregation Covenant of Peace) in 1888, after the synagogue obtained a court order giving it authority to sell that land.
  On the burying ground, Jacoby built brick stables with two stories and a basement.  He claimed in 1893 that these stables were “one of the finest appointed liveries in the country.”
  This building appears to be substantially the same one that is still located at 16 South 6th Street.  From August 1995 until 2001, it was the site of the Weyerbacher microbrewery.
  A small house fronting on 6th Street (and behind the private alley) is also included in this property today.
 


In 1890, the hotel was the home of Easton’s Police Chief, Henry C. Tilton.
  Tilton (1840 – 1930) had a long carreer with the Easton Police;  he was the Police Chief when Easton became a city on 4 April 1887, and continued to serve under four Easton mayors until 1896.  He also served as Easton’s health officer from 1887 until 1902.  After he retired from the Police, he became a watchman for the Easton National Bank.
  

· During the Civil War, Tilton had enlisted in Company C of the 11th New Jersey Regiment as a sergeant.  He was subsequently promoted to Sergeant Major,  commissioned a 2nd Lieutenant, and then promoted a 1st Lieutenant.
  That Regiment fought at the Battles of Fredericksburg, Chancellorsville and Gettysburg, as well as the Wilderness, Spotsylvania, Cold Harbor, the Petersburg siege, and Appomattox.
  Tilton was discharged due to sickness on 31 July 1864, and enlisted in the U.S. Navy in September.  As a sailor, he was posted mostly off the coast of South Carolina, and participated in the attack on Fort Fisher.
 

Tilton died in 1930 at age 91, and is buried in Easton Cemetery Plot C-190.

By 1893, the Mt. Vernon Hotel was known for its fine bar, cigars, and adjacent stables.
  Given the continued focus on the stables during the hotel’s history, it is apparent that convenient “parking” was an important issue in Easton at that time, just as it is today.   

The very striking Hotel turret is said to have been involved in a gambling wager by the owner.  The details of the story – including whether the current turret was won by the owner or a replacement for one lost by the owner – are variously told.    

The Bakery Building (Part One)

In 1900, “Edward” A. Jacoby purchased the “brick messuage, or tenement” next door to the Hotel from the heirs of Christopher Collmar for $11,000.
  

· It appears that Edwin A. Jacoby started being called Edward A. Jacoby around 1894, although he was still sometimes referred to as Edwin.
  

The Collmars’ brick building was the one now numbered 538-40 Northampton Street.   Christian Collmar, a baker, had purchased that property in 1852.
  At that time, his main bakery was located across the intersection, at the NW corner of Northampton Street and 5th Street.
  During the Civil War (i.e. in 1864), Christopher Collmar took over this older bakery while Christian Collmar moved into the building next to the Mount Vernon Hotel and attempted to establish a “wine saloon” there.
  By 1870, the wine saloon was closed, but Christian Collmar continued to make his home in his building.
  


By 1873, “C. Collmar” (unclear whether Christian or Christopher Collmar) was living in the building, and had established another bakery downstairs.
  The modern street numbers of 538 Northampton Street for the residence and 540 Northampton Street for the bakery were assigned for 1874.
  By the following year (1875), directory entries indicated that Christopher Collmar occupied the premises.
  In the 1880s, Collmar brought in others to manage the bakery in the building,
 culminating in 1889 with Anthony and Frank Siegfried.
  
· The Siegfried and Collmar families had been neighbors and associates for some years.  In the 1850s and ‘60s, the Collmar’s bakery at what is now 601 Northampton Street had been located next door to Josiah A. Sigfried’s grocery.
  In 1887, Frank J. Siegfried had been a cake baker just across 6th Street at 601 Northampton Street, together with baker Samuel Siegfried
 – the same location that had earlier been the Collmar’s bakery.   
Now once again taking over a Collmar bakery – this time next door to the Mt. Vernon Hotel – Frank Siegfried’s Bakery became particularly known for the pretzels it sold.  These were actually baked at another location, on Spruce Street.
   Across the intersection at the old bakery at 601 Northampton Street, Samuel Siegfried’s bakery differentiated itself by advertising (in 1901) as a “Vienna Bread and Cake Bakery”;  it featured wedding cakes.


After Edwin Jacoby purchased the Bakery Building from the Collmars in 1900 (see above), the Siegfried Bakery continued to be located there
 (now with the Hotel owner as landlord).  Hotel owner Edwin Jacoby and his wife, Catharine, established their home in the residential space upstairs, over the bakery.
  While the height of this “Bakery and residence” was not specified in a deed dated 1905 (see below), a picture of the Mt. Vernon Hotel and the contiguous “bakery” building in 1906 show that at that time, both buildings were the same height, with each of their four stories aligned with each other and a continuous roof cornice across both buildings.  They appear, indeed, to be part of a unified building.
   In 1908, a deed explicitly mentioned a fourth story for the first time;
  this was presumably added by Jacoby (along with homogenizing the Bakery Building’s façade to match the Mount Vernon Hotel next door).   

The Jacoby Heirs

Edwin Jacoby died on 6 August 1905, in Philadelphia.
  His will, after leaving several monetary bequests (including one to his wife, Catherine E. Jacoby, and to several charities), left the rest of his estate to his brother Allen F. Jacoby “in consideration that he must take care of our Father Jacob Jacoby as long as he lives the same as I have done for some years past.”  
· Edwin’s brother, Allen Jacoby, had tended bar at the Mount Vernon Hotel until approximately 1896,
 when he left his brother’s employment and became the proprietor of the American Hotel in Bethlehem for approximately 10 years until he retired.
  

Both Jacoby’s widow and his brother Allen filed a protest against probating the will, but the witnesses appeared and swore that it had been properly made.
  In the end, Jacoby’s heirs (including his widow and brother) prepared a formal deed dated the day before the will protest was filed, to convey all the estate property to Jacoby’s brother Allen – including the hotel, the stable property in back, and the Bakery Building and residence next door.  The deed reflected that Allen’s purchase price from the estate was valued at  $28,000.
  The widow, Catharine, apparently “loaned” Allen $25,000 of this purchase price, and took a mortgage on all the property to secure that debt.  In 1908, she received $18,000 and released the mortgage on the “Bakery” property (538 Northampton Street), while retaining the mortgage on the rest of the property to secure payment of the remaining $7,000 that Allen owed.
  Another formal deed dated the same day makes it appear that this “payment” of $18,000 to release this mortgage, was actually accomplished not in cash, but instead by Allen granting title to the “Bakery” property to Catharine,
 where she thereafter maintained her residence.
  

The Bakery Building (Part Two)


Frank Sigfried’s bakery also remained in the commercial space in the downstairs of the Bakery Building until the late 1920s.
  Catharine Jacoby remained a resident in the building until she died in 1940
 (although apartments were also rented in part of the residential space).
  After her death, her executors finally sold the Bakery Building in 1942.
  Four years later (in 1946) it was sold to Frank Mastria,
 who had recently purchased the Cole Residence (536 Northampton Street) next door.
  Mastria’s estate resold the Bakery Building in 1961.
  


After a succession of owners,
 it was acquired in 1987 by the Rock Church
 (located a block away at Church and 5th Streets).  In 1989, the Church was ordered by Paul Singley (City of Easton building code officer) to demolish the building, but when the church members began doing it themselves Singley ordered them to stop, insisting that only qualified demolition professional contractors could do the job.  The Church’s engineer disagreed, asserting that in any case, the front of the building remained structurally safe.  In 1994, the Church was refused a permit for its plan to demolish the building.
  After appealing the matter to court, the City finally agreed in 1996 to allow Church members (rather than a contractor) to do the demolition if they were experienced, and overseen by an engineer.
  In 2000, the Church sold both the Cole Residence and the Bakery Building properties – apparently with the Bakery Building still undemolished – to Robert A. Henry.
  The 4-story brick building next to the Mt. Vernon has now been pulled down, leaving a vacant lot, which is now part of the Cole Residence property, and not now part of the Hotel. 
The Mount Vernon Hotel in the 20th Century

Allen Jacoby’s purchase of the Mount Vernon Hotel in 1905 from his brother’s estate and other heirs was expressly subject to debts aggregating $9,500 owed to B.F. Schnabel and W. Kueblers Sons.
  This debt suggests that the Mount Vernon Hotel carried principally (or perhaps exclusively) beer from the Kuebler brewery of Easton, in the same manner that many of the bars in town were devoted to one of the three local breweries.  The Kuebler Brewery was the largest brewery in town;  it had founded by Willibald Kuebler and a partner in 1852.
  
The Hotel was managed by a series of proprietors.
  By 1912, it was “Remodeled and Newly Furnished” by proprietor Leroy Walters, offering room for “75c and Upwards” a night, with “Both telephones and every convenience”.
  The telephones were apparently “Bell Telephone Pay Station[s]”,
 rather than the in-room telephones traditionally offered in hotels today.  The stables were managed separately by Lemuel Hoxworth.
  


Allen Jacoby died in 1910,
 leaving ownership of the hotel property to his wife, Sarah Jacoby.
  In 1915, Sarah Jacoby (now married to Preston Kratzer) sold the property for $24,800, subject to the remaining mortgage debt owed to Catharine Jacoby (her sister-in-law) and a judgment.  The buyers were three Kuebler brothers (the sons of Willibald Kuebler), acting as partners in W. Kuebler Sons,
 which was the firm that now ran the Kuebler Brewery.  

· In 1926, Mrs. Kratzer also sold off the stable at the rear of the hotel, and for that purpose obtained a release from the Kueblers assuring that the debt shown in the 1905 deed as owing to them had in fact been paid.
  This separation of the stables is what Kate Enis Beckley had wished to do in 1860, and been refused by the Orphan’s Court (see above).  
When the Kueblers assumed ownership, the Mount Vernon Hotel initially retained the same proprietor, Leroy Walters.
  However, with the advent of national Prohibition in January 1920, the Kueblers were forced to stop brewing beer, and the Mount Vernon could no longer serve it (at least, legally).
  A new proprietor, Robert Seibert, took over the hotel by 1920.
  However, the Mt. Vernon, along with many other Easton institutions, continued to operate as a “speakeasy”.
  The Kueblers sold the Mount Vernon Hotel property to proprietor Seibert in 1923.
  However, in 1940, the property was taken back by the Kueblers for non-payment on a mortgage they had given to Seibert,
 and resold to Helen M. Snyder in 1945.
  Ms. Snyder continued to hold the hotel property until she sold it in 1997 for $85,000.
  In that year, the Mt. Vernon Ale House was the venue used for the movie The Florentine,
 issued in 1999 starring (among others) Michael Madsen, Tom Sizemore, James Belushi, Luke Perry and Virginia Madsen.
  

The tavern closed 2004.
  The property was sold in 2007 for $275,000,
 but despite ongoing renovations has not yet (2010) reopened for business.  In 2011, it was sold at sheriff’s sale for $125,000 to Troy Renard (owner of the Cosmic Cup coffee shop on College Hill), who plans to renovate the building and return it “to a bit of former glory” by operating it as a brewpub.

It appears from this both that “Edwin” and “Edward” are the same person, and that he called himself Edwin when the will was written, but the family called him Edward at the time of his death (and apparently in 1900 when he purchased the bakery next door).
