Nevin Town House  (111-13 North 4th Street, now Community Care Center). 


2-2/1 story row houses, with 2 dormer windows in pitched roof, in “Victorian” style,
 with partly frame and partly modern stoneface façade.  Arched “baker’s alley” is shared with No.109 next door. 


This property appears to be substantially the northwestern quarter of original Town Lot No.156, plus a strip 14’ in width apparently probably taken from Lot No.155, as the original Lots were surveyed by William Parsons when Easton was established in 1752.
  This Lot was formally purchased from the Penn Family in 1789 by John Carey for £ 25.
  Carey sold the Lot to Abraham Sellers (also spelled Seller) in 1792 for £ 125,
 who in turn resold it to Philip Shitz (also spelled Schitz) in 1797.
  

Schitz had previously purchased Lot No.157, at the NE corner of Hamilton (later 4th) and Spring Garden Streets.
  In 1800, he sold both lots to prominent Easton businessmen Daniel Wagener and John Herster,
  who in 1801 resold them for £ 468 and 13 shillings to innkeeper Jacob Opp [Sr.].
  Opp was the successful Revolutionary War era keeper of the colonial inn at the NE corner of Northampton and Hamilton (now 4th) Street, forerunner of today’s Hotel Lafayette.
  Jacob Opp (Sr.) died on 16 April 1805.
  He left no will to divide his property among his widow (Anna Maria) and four surviving daughters.  His extensive real estate interests were divided into four “Portions”, and each was assigned a money value in an Orphan’s Court “partition” proceeding.  Each “Portion” was then accepted from the estate, at the assigned valuation, by one of the four daughters (or, in three cases, by her husband acting in her behalf).  Lot No.156 was part of “Portion No.4”, which was accepted from the estate by his daughter Catharine and her husband Christian Bixler III.
  
Christian Bixler III was a Revolutionary War veteran.  He came to Easton in approximately 1785 and originally made grandfather clocks, which (when in good condition) are expensive collectors items today.  He also began selling jewelry, and his store (when passed down through the generations) claims to be the oldest jewelry store in America.
  When he died in 1840,
 his will left property on Hamilton (now 4th) Street in trust for life to his daughter, Maria McCullough, and then to her children.  That property included both the corner lot (viz. Lot No.157) containing a “two story brick house”;  and the next property (viz. Lot No.156) containing “two houses”).
  Mrs. McCullough died on 1 May 1857, leaving 6 children.
  The original executor of her will was her brother, Daniel L. Bixler, but he was dismissed from that post later in that year,
 probably because of his personal financial troubles.
  In his place jeweler Eli M. Fox (a partner of Daniel’s brother, William Bixler)
 was appointed as a trustee to sell the property for Mrs. McCullough’s children.  The purchaser of the property was Easton industrialist John Green.
   


Green, a “gentleman”, lived on property acquired from his father’s estate at the corner of Spring Garden and North 4th Streets.
  In 1860, he was accompanied by his wife, Sarah, and three daughters:  Catharine (age 20), Juliette (age 13), and Jane (age 11).
  John Green went into the iron business, employing his nephew Edward F. Stewart in the early 1850s.  He was apparently very successful, as his “buildings then covered the half block from Spring Garden to Fourth” Streets, later “occupied by the Green family.”
  


John Green died in 1870.
  One of the executors of his will was his brother
 Traill Green
 (1813-97), an Easton physician who was the first President of the American Academy of Medicine,
 and also a Professor at Lafayette College, teaching chemistry, geology, zoology and botany.
 


Another of the executors of John Green’s will was his son,
 Edward H. Green.
  An 1874 Easton Atlas map shows this North Fourth Street property as part of a larger parcel listed to E.H. Green, containing two buildings separated by a small alley.  (This small alley appears to correspond to the still-visible arched “baker’s alley” between this building and the Keller Town House next door.)  The 1874 Atlas also listed E.H. Green as occupying the entire Lot at the SE corner of North 4th and Spring Garden Streets running along Spring Garden Street all the way over to Bank Alley;  as well as the next two contiguous lots to the South of that one.
   Edward Green lived next door to his sisters.
  Professionally, Mr. Green was the President of the Keystone Iron Co.,
 and also the first Secretary and Treasurer of the earliest Easton tram companies:  the Easton and South Easton Passenger Ry. Co. (incorporated in 1866), and the West Ward Passenger Ry. Co. (incorporated in 1871).
  Mr. Green and his three sisters (Kate, Juliette, and Jane) donated the “Garden Lot” on Spring Garden Street that was used to built the Presbyterian Church (then called the American Reformed Church).
  He died on 27 Jan. 1879, at age 42.
  


Despite the 1874 Easton Atlas listings of all the Green Family properties in Edward Green’s name, in fact the ownership was split up among Edward and his sisters, Kate, Juliette, and Jane, after their father’s estate was settled.
  The 1870 Census shows each of them owning $36,000 in real property, and another $15,000 in personal property.
  John Green’s North 4th Street parcel was split between his daughters Juliette and Jane:  the parcel next door to this one (that later became the Keller Town House) was conveyed by the estate to Juliette Green,
 while this one (that later became the Nevin Town House) was conveyed in 1870 to Jane Green.  The deed specifically refers to a “Frame tenement” on this property.
  Jane was John Green’s youngest daughter,
 born c.1849.
  Jane Green (often known as “Jennie”
) continued to lived at the SE corner of North 4th and Spring Garden Streets with her two older sisters Catharine (Kate) and Juliette, remaining there all her life until she died in 1915.
  


The houses on Jane’s and Juliette’s two North 4th Street properties were rented by 1873 to members of the Pittinger Family.  Jane’s house was leased to Henry Pittener, then numbered 53 North 4th Street
 and renumbered 113 North 4th Street with the inauguration of the modern street numbering scheme in 1874.  There was no listing for No.111.
  Juliette’s house next door was leased to Garret Pittenger, Jr.


In 1881 – ten years later after acquiring this property from her father’s estate – Jane Green sold her house for $2400 to David W. Nevin.  The deed does not specifically refer to any house on the property,
 which may indicate that the earlier frame house had been removed, or was about to be replaced and thus was disregarded.
   On the same day, Jane’s sister Juliette Green sold her property next door to Emma F. Keller.
 


David Nevin established his residence on the property, listed in the 1880s at both No.111 and No.113 North 4th Street.
  This suggests that the modern house was built by Nevin shortly after his purchase. One source does, indeed, confirm (apparently based upon the architectural style) that the house now on the property was probably not built before c.1880.
 
· In 1883, Samuel W. Nevin purchased a small parcel of property next door, with a 16’ frontage on North 4th Street
  whose address was 115 North 4th Street in the mid and late 1880s.  Samuel Nevin was the resident.
  Nevin sold the property to Abraham Sherrer in 1891.
  


David W. Nevin was a lawyer and politician who was the first President of Easton’s Common Council when it was incorporated as a city in 1887.
  Beginning in 1887, Nevin also began the major housing development on College Hill.  To service this development, Nevin also introduced a new feature in 1888:  an electric trolley up College Hill, making Easton the this city in the U.S. (after Baltimore and Scranton) to have one.  At the end of the trolley line, Nevin and a partner opened a summer resort for New York and Philadelphia residents called the Paxinosa Inn, named after the Shawnee Chief who attended the Easton Conferences in 1757.  The Inn burned down in 1905;  it was replaced by a “fire proof” successor that also burned to the ground in 1931.
  Meanwhile, Nevin became Easton’s mayor from 1911 until 4 January 1920, just as national alcohol Prohibition began.
  


Nevin sold his Fourth Street house in 1889 for $6,400, nearly triple his purchase price.
  This suggests that Nevin had remodeled the house, increasing its value.  When revealing his house sale to the Press during the previous Fall, Nevin let it be known that it was his “intention to build a cottage on his property on Paxinosa avenue, College hill, for his future residence.”
  This modesty was consistent with Nevin’s characterization of his College Hill development, which Nevin contrasted to the upper class homes of North Third Street who forcefully objected to Nevin’s electric trolley lines and wires running in front of their property.  Nevin was able to overbear the North Third Street citizen’s objections with a strong publicity campaign which charged that any opposition to Nevin was “was limited to “the desire for exclusiveness of a few and the selfishness and arbitrary dictation of a single individual”,
 coupled with courtroom efforts, news laws passed by the Town Council and the Pennsylvania legislature,
 and (where necessary) strong-arm tactics.
  Of course, David Nevin’s “cottage” on College Hill ultimately became the magnificent mansion he built at 901 Paxinosa Avenue,
 still visible today.  His College Hill development became the upper class Easton neighborhood, with many of the fine Victorian mansions that are still preserved to this day.  


The Press understood that Nevin’s purchaser on North 4th Street was to be Frank W. Stewart of the “W.G. Stewart & Son” firm,
 wholesale notions sellers,
 although technically it was in fact sold to Frank’s wife, Lillie.
   Frank was in residence in 1889,
 and remained there in 1900 (now a real estate agent).
  Meanwhile, William G. Stewart (Frank’s father) followed David Nevin up to Paxinosa Avenue on College Hill, from his address at 119 North 2nd Street.
  

· At that time (1900), No.115 was also listed as the residence of shoe merchant H. [Brittani] and his wife Marie.
  

By 1910, Frank W. Stewart (now a widower) and his son, Frank W. Stewart Jr., had become boarders in the Karldon Hotel
 (located at he NW corner of 3rd and Spring Garden Streets
).  Three years later (in 1913), Frank Sr. shot himself in his office “over Rader’s store” after a long illness.  Frank Jr. heard the shot and rushed in to discover his father’s suicide.
  Rader’s Store was located at 327 Northampton Street, in the second building West of Bank Alley.


Frank W. Stewart’s will left the Nevin Town House property to his son, Frank Jr.
  The house continued as a rental:  in 1920, it was the residence of paper hanger Harvey Kline.
  When Frank W. Stewart, Jr., died in 1922, his will left the property to his wife, Anna Lambert Stewart.  She sold the property in 1925 to Forence S. Mack,
 wife of Harvey F. Mack, the President of the Mack Printing Co.
  The property continued as a rental, becoming the residence of driver Jacob T. Walter by 1930.
  

After three post-Stewart owners,
 the property was conveyed to the Union Welfare Associates of the Lehigh Valley in 1949,
 and used for Locals 234-243 of the International Ladies Garment Workers Union.
  In 1962, the Union added the 16’ property at 115 North 4th Street next door, that had previously been owned by Samuel Nevin.
  Today, the space where Samuel Nevin’s house had stood appears to be used for a driveway.  The Union sold the combined properties (plus the property across the street at 112 North 4th Street) to Easton Hospital in 1996.
  The Hospital initially used the Nevin Town House for medical labs,
 but from approximately 2003 it became Easton Hospital’s Community Care clinic in downtown Easton.

	Portion No.1:  The stone hotel at the corner of Northampton and Hamilton (later, 4th) Streets on a portion of original town Lot No.165, plus original town Lot No.257 on the North side of Ferry Street, collectively valued at £ 3,555, accepted by daughter Elizabeth and her husband Abraham Horn Jr. 


Portion No.2:  The remainder of original town Lot No.165 lying behind and East of the stone hotel, plus the right to attach a building (by sinking joists, etc.) to the “Eastern Wall” of the hotel, together with original town Lot No.256 on the North side of Ferry Street, collectively valued at £ 1,055, accepted by daughter Eve and her husband Daniel Wagener. 


Portion No.3:  Original town Lot No.157 (60’ X 240’) at the NE corner of Hamilton (later 4th) and Spring Garden Streets, plus original town Lot No. 255 at the NW corner of Ferry and Juliana (later 5th) Streets, plus Out Lot No.99, collectively valued at £ 862  10 shillings, accepted by daughter Mary.  


Portion No.4:  Original town Lot No.156 (20’ X 240’) on the East side of Hamilton (later 4th) Street, plus an unnumbered piece of property along Ferry Street measuring 2 acres and 99 perches, collectively valued at £ 800, accepted by daughter Catharine and her husband Christian Bixler. 


Each daughter also had to pay Jacob Opp’s widow interest on her 1/3 dower interest in each of their properties during her lifetime.
