KWM Building (40 South 4th Street, currently Kressler, Wolf & Miller)


2-story modern office building owned by Northampton County Industrial Development Authority,
 now used by Kressler, Wolff & Miller (“KWM” -- insurance, loans, leasing, mortgages).  This property is now located at the SE corner of Pine and 4th Streets, with a 65’ frontage on 4th Street.  Originally, however, Pine Alley was a much narrower passage in line with its continuation on the West side of 4th Street.  As laid out when William Parsons founded Easton in 1752, the SE street corner was originally located farther North – in the middle of what is Pine Street today.  Parsons’s original Town Lot No.173 had a 60’ frontage on 4th Street, and next to it Lot No.174 extended another 60’ down 4th Street.  Today’s corner property contains the 4th Street frontage of the more southerly of these two lots (Lot No.174), plus a 5’ strip of the northern one (Lot No.173). The rest of the original Lot No.173 today lies in Pine Street itself.
  These two lots, in their time, were owned by some of the prominent Easton businessmen of the 19th Century.
  


Lot No.173 – formerly at the corner of Pine Alley – was sold by the Penn Family to Michael Opp Jr. in 1791.
  A survey of the adjacent Lot No.174 as of 1 January 1762 noted that this one was occupied by Anthony Lerch.
 

In 1850, this Lot was purchased by John Green. He was one of the original partners in his brother-in-law John Stewart’s iron rolling mill (and later the noted wire factory) in South Easton.
  The mill “was one of the earliest large-scale factories to be built in the Abbott Street Industrial Park” of South Easton,
 along the Lehigh Navigation canal.
  Although it was originally designed to produce nails, “by 1843 it had been successfully modified to produce an exceptionally fine quality of iron wire.”
  This wire “soon gained a national reputation for superior quality”, and was used by “[a]lmost all of the early builders of suspension bridges”.
  It is also said that the first telegraph wire was made at the mill.
    Such was Green’s success that by the early 1850s, his “buildings . . . covered the half block from Spring Garden to Fourth Streets”,
 and his home was located at the SE corner of those two streets.
  


Green resold his Lot on South 4th Street within less than a year.  Carpenter Charles Theodore Mattes and miller Amos Davis, as partners, bought half interests in the property.  At that time, the property contained a frame building.
  Two years later, Mattes and Davis split up the property, by dividing it into three nearly equal parcels.  Mattes took the northern one (then at the Pine Street corner);
  Davis took the southern one;
 and the middle one was sold to David Barnet.
   

Charles Mattes promptly resold his northern parcel (at the former SE corner with Pine Street) in 1854 to James Titus,
 a watchmaker whose business was located at 71 Northampton Street (the Easton Sweet Shop Building at the NE corner with Centre Square, under the pre-1874 street numbering scheme in effect at that time).
  The property at the corner of Pine and South 4th Streets became known as the Titus “Mansion House”.
  After Titus died in 1858 at age 47 of a “pulmonary affection of many years standing”,
 his “Mansion House” and other properties were inherited by his son, George Barnet Titus.
   George did continue his father’s watch making business, but did not live in the “Mansion House” by 1860, instead boarding in “’Chippy” White’s Hotel on Centre Square just a few doors away from his store.
  In 1867, George died of consumption – just seven months after marrying Mary Francis (Hulick) Titus.
  He left no will, and his wife and sister inherited his property.
  By 1873, it appears that the property had become the home of coal dealer John D. Patterson, then numbered 16 South 4th Street.
  With the inauguration of the modern street numbering scheme in 1874, Patterson’s residence was assigned the address at 32 South 4th Street.

  
David Barnet’s middle parcel had become the residence of J. Whit. [Whitefield] Wood by 1874, when it was assigned the address of 34 South 4th Street.
   Wood (born 1845) was the proprietor of the Easton Free Press, President of the Easton Board of Trade, and a principal in the Tippett & Wood Company boiler works.  His boiler firm (which he joined in 1872) also made other products requiring sheet metal such as large stand pipes, railroad turntables, and bridges.  The firm carried on a national business, and also exported to South America, the West Indies, and Japan.
  He was also the founding Vice President of the Northampton County Historical & Genealogical Society in 1906.
  One historian notes that Wood “was instrumental in introducing brick paving for the streets” of Easton, and laid the first brick in front of William Laubach’s store (on Northampton Street).  This had to be paid for by Laubach himself, because the Borough Council refused to appropriate money for it.
  “Whit” Wood later moved his residence to the Whit Wood Mansion that still stands at 62 North 3rd Street.
  

Amos Davis retained the southern parcel on South 4th Street until 1865, when he sold it (together with a brick building built on it by that date) to Samuel Boileau.
  He was a lumber merchant, and his home was listed in 1873 as 20 South 4th Street.  With the inauguration of the modern street numbering scheme in 1874,
 it was assigned to 36 South 4th Street.
  Boileau later became the President of the Phillipsburg National Bank,
 sold his 4th Street home to Mary L. Boileau in 1880,
 and moved up to an “elegant home” on North 3rd Street (“Millionaire’s Row”) just a few doors from Whit Wood’s mansion there.  The Boileau home on Third Street was replaced by the Seville Theatre in 1929, which itself gave way to the modern parking lot at 56 North 3rd Street.
 

Lot No.174 – which comprises the bulk of the modern KWM property – was surveyed for Melchor (also spelled Melchior and Melchoir) Hay as of 1 January 1762.  In that survey, Lewis Gordon certified that Hay had “Built a good large square log House and made other Improvements thereon”.
  Although not referenced in the survey index or by historian A.D. Chidsey’s indispensable Penn Patents work, the patent was issued to Hay – discovered in the State Archives indices by John L. Holdos in 2010.
  Melchoir Hay (presumably the same person) was identified by historian Condit as “one of the axemen who helped to clear away the thickets in the Forks of the Delaware and along the Bushkill for Parsons and Scull, when they laid out the town of Easton in 1750.”  Hay received a 300 acre tract of land in Williams Township from the Penn Family rent-free, probably in payment for this service, which later became the town of South Easton.
 


Melchior Hay sold the property on 29 June 1776 to blacksmith Jacob Berlin a son of Abraham Berlin
 (who lived across the street
).  

The Lot became the property of the Tindall Family early in the 1800s.  In 1857, it was purchased by John Drake
 for his home, numbered 22 South 4th Street under the street numbering scheme in effect at that time.
  
· With the inauguration of the modern street numbering scheme in 1874 (the year after Mr. Drake’s death), his widow’s residence was assigned to the address at 38 South 4th Street.

Drake (1803-73) had come to Easton in 1836 with his employee (and shortly thereafter his partner) Derrick Hulick.  In Easton, they founded a wholesale grocery firm
 that capitalized on Easton’s position as a major grain market and canal transportation hub
 to supply groceries far and wide in Pennsylvania, New Jersey, and New York.
   Drake’s firm was “the leading house in its line” in the Lehigh Valley.
  Drake also ran a canal boat line connecting Easton with Philadelphia and New York, and as an investor was “instrumental” in the development of the early iron trade in the Lehigh Valley.
   The Drake grocery firm built Easton’s iron-fronted Drake Building on South Third Street in 1870, and the firm (then headed by Drake’s grandson) expanded that building in 1898 or ‘99.
  The building was torn down in 1972 during Urban Renewal, and replaced by the modern concrete municipal parking lot.
    

In 1885, Samuel and Howard Drake (two of John Drake’s sons, and his executors) sold the South 4th Street property to lawyer
 Benjamin F. Fackenthal.
  Mr. Fackenthal’s son, B.F. Fackenthal Jr., became one of the prominent local historians in the mid-20th Century.
   

 
The Fackenthal Family added an additional parcel of land in the rear of the lot (along what was then Bank Street),
 and retained the property until 1902, when it was sold to Louisa Odenwelder.
  She was the daughter of Adolph Groetzinger Sr.,
 who had acquired all of the land along the West side of South 4th Street from Northampton Street to Pine Alley, and the land along Northampton Street that is now the site for the Northampton National Bank Building (400-02 Northampton Street), the Odenwelder Building (404-06 Northampton Street), and the Groetzinger Building (408-10 Northampton Street).
  Louisa Odenwelder’s husband, Asher J. Odenwelder, had long operated a drug store in Easton, and (using his wife’s property) built the beautiful Odenwelder Building at 404-06 Northampton Street in approximately 1908.  The drug store was continued there by his son, Asher J. Odenwelder Jr., who also continued his father’s directorship in the Easton National Bank, and ultimately became the President of the Northampton County Historical & Genealogical Society in 1933.
  The property remained with the Odenwelder Family (and their relations, the Daub Family through Louisa Odenwelder’s daughter, Matilda Odenwelder Daub) until 1980.  At that time, it was sold to Kressler, Wolff and Miller Acceptance Corporation.
  At the same time, KWM acquired a 5’ strip next to the “new” line of Pine Street from the Redevelopment Authority of Easton, Pennsylvania under the “Urban Renewal Plan for the Center Square Urban Renewal Project”.
  According to modern recollection, the prior buildings were cleared from all of this property by the Urban Renewal Project in the 1970s, and the land was vacant when sold to the Kressler, Wolff & Miller insurance firm.
  The modern Kressler, Wolff & Miller building was built in 1981.
