2-1/2 story “Vernacular Italianate” frame town house,
 but with pitched roof and dormer that others associate with the “Federal” style.
   


Built in the 1850s.
  In the 1850s, this property was described as being the home of Samuel Barron.
 
    
From late 1873 until after 1910, the home of George W. Barron, who lived on his “own income”.
