Green Duplex  (338-40 Spring Garden Street)  


3-story red brick, with flat roof, unadorned roof cornice, and entablature over most windows.  One oriel window on 2nd floor of No.338.  Apparently begun as a store house
 c.1850.
  

These two parcels constitute approximately 40% of the original Town Lot No.158 surveyed by William Parsons when Easton was established in 1752, plus a portion from the northern edge of adjacent Lot No.159.
  
  
The original purchaser of Lot No.158 from the Penn Family was Henry Shouse, in 1789.  Shouse was described as a house carpenter at that time,
 but seven years later had apparently refined his skills to become a “joiner” (i.e. shopwork furniture maker).  In 1796, Shouse sold the property to Benjamin Green.
  Green was born in 1770 to a line of early New Jersey settlers.  He came to Easton in 1793 and married Elizabeth Traill, daughter of Revolutionary War politician Robert Traill.
  By 1850, Green had built a “Brick Store House” at the SW corner of Spring Garden Street and Bank Alley (where the modern 338 Spring Garden Street is located).
  

Benjamin Green died in 1852.
  His estate conveyed Lot No.158 to his son, John Green.
  Two other children participated in the estate’s transfer: (1) noted Easton physician and Lafayette College professor Dr. Traill Green;
 and (2) Elizabeth Green Stewart, who had married John Stewart, operator of the first South Easton iron rolling mill and a wire factory that was the mainstay of the Abbott Street Industrial Area along the Lehigh River canal.
  

 
In the idiom of the day, John Green was a “gentleman” who lived on the property acquired from his father’s estate.  His home was at the corner of Spring Garden and North 4th Streets.
  In 1858, this homestead was a “Stone House”, while the brick store house on the other end of the property at Bank Alley had become a “Brick Dwelling House”.
   In 1860, he was accompanied at the stone homestead on the corner by his wife, Sarah, and three daughters:  Catharine (age 20), Juliette (age 13), and Jane (age 11).
  John Green had invested in the iron business in 1835, becoming a partner in his brother-in-law’s iron rolling and wire mills.
  He also employed his nephew, Edward F. Stewart, in the iron business the early 1850s.  He was by then considered to be very successful, because his “buildings then covered the half block from Spring Garden to Fourth” Streets, later “occupied by the Green family.”
  In 1859, he purchased a portion of Lot No.159 immediately South of his corner Lot,
 and added the remainder of that neighboring Lot in two more installments over the next ten years.
   He also acquired property farther up North 4th Street,
 and a 117 Acre farm in Forks Township.
  


John Green died on 23 February 1870.
  His three daughters (all unmarried) and his son, Edward H. Green, were all left with a substantial inheritance.  Upon release of the estate in 1871, it appears that each of them received (in cash or kind) $75,943.47 from their father’s estate
  – a substantial inheritance for the day.  In the division of the estate, Jane and Juliette each received a portion of the family’s property along Spring Garden Street that we know as substantially the two Green Duplex row houses today. Jane’s parcel was the one located next to Bank Alley (now 338 Spring Garden Street).  Her deed confirms the presence of a “Brick Dwelling House” on the property
 – presumably the same one referred to in 1858 (see above).   Juliette’s parcel next door included most of the land the now attached to the adjoining row house (now listed at 340 Spring Garden Street).  Juliette’s deed also recited that her parcel contained a “Brick Dwelling House”.
  It is unclear whether the “Brick Dwelling House” of 1858 was split between the two sisters, or whether Juliette’s was an addition structure that had been added since 1858.  

· Notwithstanding the actual partition of these parcels to the girls, an 1874 Atlas map of Easton listed all the Green Family property (including the girls’ parcels) to their brother, Edward H. Green.
  Edward had also been one of the executors of his father’s will,
 and was empowered to speak for all the family’s partnership interests in the Stewart & Co. iron rolling and wire mills business,
 so perhaps he acted for the girls regarding their property.  Professionally, Mr. Green became the President of the Keystone Iron Co.,
 and also the first Secretary and Treasurer of the earliest Easton tram companies:  the Easton and South Easton Passenger Ry. Co. (incorporated in 1866), and the West Ward Passenger Ry. Co. (incorporated in 1871).
  He was also briefly with H.A. Sage & Co.,
 a manufacturer of leather belting, collars and harness, in 1877,
 but died in 1879 at age 42.
  
· In 1871, Mr. Green and his three sisters (Kate, Juliette, and Jane) had donated the “Garden Lot” on Spring Garden Street that was used to built the Presbyterian Church (then called the American Reformed Church).
  

Juliette and Jane lived in the family homestead at the corner of Spring Garden Street with their sister Catherine, and next door to their brother Edward.
  Both girls appear to have rented out their row houses.  In late 1873, as the new street numbering scheme listings were assigned, No.340 was listed as the residence of A. Wilking, and No.338 was listed as the residence of  Edward Keller.
  In the 1870s and ‘80s, No.338 was the residence of Frank W. Stewart, the son and business partner of notions merchant W.G. Stewart
  both cousins to the Greens.
  By 1883, the Stewart notions store was located in the Jones Building at 24 Centre Square (more recently the home of Bixler’s Jewelers, in the SW corner of the Square).
  In 1889, Stewart and his wife purchased and moved to the Nevin Town House at 111 North 4th Street.
  

· Stewart and his father sold the notions business in approximately 1897.
  The elder Stewart retired,
 and Frank Stewart became a real estate and insurance broker.
  Things did not go well.  By 1910, Frank (now a widower) and his son, Frank W. Stewart Jr., had become boarders in the Karldon Hotel
 (located at he NW corner of 3rd and Spring Garden Streets
).  Three years later (in 1913), after suffering a long illness, Frank W. Stewart shot himself in his office.
  

In 1890, Sarah Hemingway lived at 340 Spring Garden Street.
 


When Juliette Green died in 1893, shares of her row house were inherited by her two sisters and her two nephews (sons of Edward H. Green).
  In 1900 and 1910, 338 Spring Garden Street was the home of J. Frank Nightengale, the shoe merchant.
  Meanwhile, in 1900, the row house at No.340 was the home of Dr. Edgar Green,
 the son of Dr. Traill Green.
  The younger Dr. Green moved into his father’s mansion at 222 Spring Garden Street by 1910,
 and the row house became the home of John M[axwell] Sherrerd, sales agent for the Taylor Iron Company.
  Sherrerd had a family connection – he was a cousin of the Maxwell Family,
 and John Maxwell’s residence had been next door on North 2nd Street to John Stewart,
 the in-law and business partner who had been intimately connected with the Green Family’s business in the 19th Century.
   

When Jane Green died in 1915, both of the duplex properties were willed to her sister Catherine for life (with the remainder to her nephew, Edward H. Green, Jr.).
  Catherine (“Kate”) Green promptly moved next door to her row house at 340 Spring Garden Street,
 and sold the Green Family Homestead at the corner of Spring Garden Street in  1920.
  She died there in 1922.
  The ownership of both row houses (Nos. 338 and 340 Spring Garden Street) then passed to the nephew, Edward H. Green, Jr.
  
· Edward sold the corner row house at 338 Spring Garden Street soon after Catherine’s death.  The purchaser was Simon Goldsmith.
  Goldsmith’s will (probated 31 March 1937) passed the property to Susan E. Steele, who both lived in the property and rented out space.  In the early 1960s, the Jeanne Corset Shop and the residence for the shop’s owner, Jeanne M. Musick, were both located there.
  Susan Steele died in 1962, leaving the property to her nephew, Willard S. Hahn and his wife, Mary.
  That family continued to own the house until 2002.
  
Edward Green, Jr., moved into his Aunt Catherine’s residence at No.340, shortly after his Aunt’s death.
  He had for many years been a sporting goods salesman,
 but while he occupied the Spring Garden Street row house he was in the insurance business.
 He was also the Treasurer of the Easton Children’s Home.
  In 1944, after an illness, he shot himself in the row house.
  His wife (Mary) then sold the property to George Hooke
 (1901 – 1970), a florist,
 who took up residence.
  Hooke only stayed until 1948,
 then becoming a long-time resident in the Maxwell Mansion at 208 Spring Garden Street (which became popularly known for a time as Hooke House).
   


Hooke’s purchaser for the row house at No.340 in 1948 was George O. Leigh,
 President of Leigh Fuel Corp.
  Leigh apparently bought the house to be the residence of resident became physician H. Crozier Leigh and his wife Ella.
  They continued to live in the house until 1961,
 when the Leigh family sold the property to Easton attorney George C. Laub
 (1912-93
).  

· George Laub was the son
 of the crusading District Attorney (later Judge) Herbert F. Laub, whose reputation had been built on cleaning up Northampton County after its somewhat lurid Prohibition Era history.
  
Attorney George Laub moved his office into the row house at 340 Spring Garden Street,
 and continued to own the property until after the death of his wife, Elizabeth Traill Green Laub, in 1986.  He sold it in the next year to attorney James C. Hogan,
 who had just previously become a resident in the building.
  By 1989, Hogan had also established his law office in the building.
  He became a Judge of  the Northampton County Court of Common Pleas in 1990 (Senior Judge in 2001, retired in 2007),
 and his daughter Theresa Hogan
 apparently took over the law office at about that time.
 Theresa Hogan purchased the property from her father in 1999,
 and also established her residence there.  She continues to own and occupy the house as both a residence and law office to the present day (2009).
